If the
State ol Illinois must protect me, if I
have no right to call for the protection
of the general government, all 1 have to
say is that my allegiance must belong to
the government that protects me. If Il-

linois protects me, and tbe general gov-
ernment has not the power, then mv
first allegiance is due to Illinois, and
should Illinois unsheath the sword of
civil war, I must stand by my Slate, if
that doctrine is true What does tbe
general government propose to give me
in exchange for my allegiance? The
general government has a right to take
my property Tbe general government
has a right to take my body in its neces
sary defense What does that govern-
ment propose to give me in exchange for
that right? Protection, or else our gov
eminent is a fraud Who has a right to

sll tor he protection of the United
States? 1 say the citizen who needs it
Can our government obtain information
only through the official sources ? Must
our government wait until the govern
ment asks the proofs, while the State
tramples upon the rights of the citizen?
Must it wait until the Legislature calls
for assistance to help it stop the robbing
and plundering of citizens ot tbe United
States? Is that the doctrine and tbe
idea of the Northern Democratic party ?

Il is not mine A government that will
not protect its citizen ia a disgrace lo hu-
manity. A government that waits until
a Governor calls a government that can-

not hear the cry of the meanest citizen
under its flag when its rights are being
trampled t pon, even by citizens of a
Southern Stale ha. no right to exist
It is the duty of tbe American citizen to
see to il that every State has a govern
ment, not only republican in form, but it
is the duly ol the United States to see to
it that lite, liberty, and property are pro-
tected in each State.

provides that the Electors chosen in each
State shall meet in their respective
States upon a certain day ami there cast
their votes lor Pre ident and ice Presi-
dent of the United States. They shall
properly certify to the votes which are
cast, and shall transmit it, together with
the proper certificates, if they can get
them, to the Vice President of the
United States. And it is then declared
that upon a certain day, in the presence
of both houses of Congress, the Vice
President shall open the cei liticates, and
the Totes shall then be counted It does
not exactly say who shall count those
votes. It does not in so many words say
the Vice President shall do it, or may do
it, or that both houses of Congress shall
do it, or may do it, or that either house
can prevent a count of the votes. It
leaves us in the dark, and, to a certain
degree, in blindness. I believe there is
