THE WHOLE CREATION

Henry Ward Beecher on Heredity--Reformati- on

after Birth not Sufficient
The Increase of Hereditary Vice, Sin,
and Crime to be Regulated

Every scat in Plymouth Church was
filled yesterday morning- - long-- before the
Pastor arrived. The streets adjoining the
church were blocked with stylish eijuipa
jres, and the vestibule was filled with
strangers desirous of gaining admission
As the hour for service approached Ihe
vestibule and gallery stairs Wfre not large
enough to hold the crowds of strangers,
and a Hm was formed on the outside, ex
tending far out upon the sidewalk. It
was a larger congregation than Plymouth
Church could by any possibility hold, anil
many were unable to get inside the dobrs
Mr Beecln r ' ok bis text from Romans
viii : Ul, H, -2: "For the creature was
subject to vanity, not willingly, but by
reason of II in who hath subjected the
same in hope; because the creature ilsell
also shall be delivered from I h- - fayndage
of coiruplion into the glorious liberty of
the children ot (Sod. For we know that
the whole creation groaneth and travail
ethstn pain together nntil now."

The attempt has often been made, but
unsuci estully. Mr. Beecher said, to feed
the soil in which certain plants are raised
with just the s required by the
plants lor nourishment. ihe husband
man is more successful in feeiling his
stock. From long experience he knowa
how lo feed to pro.luce the greatest quan-
tity of bone, or ol fat, or of :! -- h or wool
There are physical elements, partially
understood, and, on the whole, simple,
by which these results may be attained
But very little has ever been attempted
in the direction ot animal intelligence
anil disposition. In regard to man there

- i. nt and never has been, any attempt
to gaiu scientific symmetry in develop-
ment The development of bodily con-

ditions without regard to mental has
sometimes been attempted, not ultogeth
er unsuccessfully. Ol mind, disposition,
soul in short, in that that w.- - have in dis
tinction from animals no attempt has
ever been made to 1J0 more than to edu-
cate what happi lied to be in man. No
provision has ever been made for secur
ing a beiler race slock. The principle ol
heredity has long been understood and
recognized, but no advantage has been
taken of the knowledge, although the
principle was r cogniz-- as early as the
tuni'oi Mom s Neither in the schools oi
religion nor in the Mate, nor in the
schools of .science, ha any avail.. Lie el
fort bei ti made to improve the race stock
ah imlio. Something lias been wiitten on
this subject now and then, ami some very
pisnr and insufficient theories have I ecu
set on foot, but they have amounted to
nothing

After this brief introduction, of which
the foregoing contains the leading points.
