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' A Card from Mr. Paine.

To the Editor of the Herald :

In your issue of last week Mr. Aleshire
says that he cannot understamtl how I
could have been wnseit/ed on the question
as to the right of the Auditor to draw
£1000, for the 2nd 2000 inhabitants, and
he quotes the committee’s report in sup-
port of his pozition.” The languageof the
report is that the fees allowed the Audi-
tor were in excess of those nllowed by the
act of April 24, 1877, that a part of said
excess was without any authority of law,
and that the balance of said excess was
allowed under a construction of the law
which the committee believed to be erro-
neous, Now thejcommiltee were unani-
mous in the opinion that certain fees
drawn outside of that law were not legal,
that the claim under the law for $279 50
for the odd 559 inhabitants was of the
same character. They did not agree on
the 1000 item.

Now then that part of our report which
says “a part of eaid excess is without any
authority of law,” was intended and un
derstood to refer to the odd miscellane-
ous fees; while that portion of it which
says "that the saraxce of said excess has
been allowed under a congtruction of law
which the committee believes to be erro
neous,”’ was understood to refer to the
excess which the commiltee belicved to
have been drawn under a wrong con-
struction of the act April 24, 1877, Now
the committee were agreed that there
was & balance so drawn, while they wore
not unanimous as to the amouni of that
balance. Cannot Mr. Aleshire see thu
the report covered a balance, without
specifying the amount of that balance; that
it might have been one in his mind, aod
another in mine or Mr. Atkinson, that
the balance might have been so far as the
language of the report is concerned a dif-
ferent amount in the minds of cach of
the committee.

But the matler is not of great import-
ance and | passit by. I desire to call
altention to the ebscurity of the law re-
ferred to in my last article. That por-
tion of the first section which is obscure
in my judgment is as follows: “In coun-
ties having 2000 inhabitants above the
age of 21 ga&n the county Auditor ghall
receive £1000 per year, and in counties
having more than 2000 inhabitants the
Auditor shall receive the like xium_l; re-
spectively. The word Auditor is singun
lar and sums plaral.

Now the language is plainly this, that
the Auditor (that i= *l.e Auditor of each
county baving more than 2000 male in-
habitants, ete.) shall receive the like
sums respectively. Now why the dse of
the word sums if it was the intention of
the Legislature to allow the Aunditor only
a single sum, viz. £1000, under that por-
tion of the law. If the word Auditor bad
been in the plural, or the word sums in
the singular, that would have been the
meaning. [ would have supposed thers
had been a clerical error, if I had not
found that the law of 18367 was similar in
that regard. On the other hand, it can
be said with great truth, I apprehend,
that the Legislature did not intend to
double up the pay in such a way as that
construction would do. For instance, in
a county with 8000 male inhabitants over
21 yearsof age, such a construction of the
law would give the Auditor under that
portion of it $4000, and $900 for $15 for
every hundred inhabitants above 2000
which would make a total of $4900), under
that section of the law alone. To sum
up then, I think it is reasonable to say,
that the fair construction of the language
of the statute gives one result, and the
ractical result that would arise from it,
eads to Lhe conclusion that the Legisla-
ture did not intend it to have such an
effect. I have the honor to be very re-

Card from C. A. Atkinson.

Tothe Editor of the Herald: .
Fa your issue of last week, I find a card
from one J. A. Aleshire. He says that
the true reason why a definite amount
was not inserted in the report of the com-
mittee, was because I “said it was use-
less.'" 1In the first place I never said any
such thing. In the next place, if I had.
Aleshire certainly has enough legal abil-
ity to have known that the argument
was false, because, if a definite amount
had been reported, it would have been
my duty to bave brought suit. If Ale-
shire desires Lo stand before the people
as having been persuaded from do'ng ﬁis
duty by a false argument, I have nc sb-
jection.

Aleshire also makes a proposition to
pay all costs, if suit is instituted and the
case is finally decided against the county,
and says he will enter into bond. Now,
in my judgment, no one has any author-
ity to take such bond, and no one could
collect a cent on such bond. ButT have
no authority to bring suit, and the Com:
missioners have ordered me not to bring
suit. The proposition of Aleshire con-
fers no authority upon me. If suit were
brought and the county should lose, Ale-
shire could squeal on his bond, as he has
done on some other things in the past.
Mr, Aleshire admits on the streels of
Jackson that I have no authority to
bring suit, because no definite amount
was reported. By this admission he
takes the foundation from under all his
arguments, and all his propositions.

1If Aleshire is honest in this matter,
and wants to get himself in a position
where the costs can becollected off of him,
he can bring proceedings agsinst Mr.
Patterson for embezzleraent.

Ifsuit were brought, which of the many
amounts Aleshire has said were over
drawn would be sued for?

Aleshire has been set down on by the
Democratic party, and now wants to rein-
state himself.

I have no authority to bring suit, have
been ordered not to, and Aleshire admits
I have noauthority. Mr. John T. Moore,
an able attorney and a Democrat, says
the Auditor has paid back all he has
overdrawn., Io the Ohio Laws, vol. 74,
pape 201, sec. 14, I find the following, to
which I eall Aleshire's special attention :
“A judge, justice of the peace, clerk of
any court, sheriff, coroner, constable, at
torney or counselor, at law, who encour-
ages, excites, or stirs up any suit, quarrel
or controversy between two or more per
sons, with intent to ipjure any such per-
son, shall be find not more than five
hundred dollars.”

Now 1 have done in this matter, as in
all others, what I consider to have been
my duty, and I do not propose to perjure
mysell, as Aleshire would have me do,
and at his dictation, and if he, as a mag
istrate and attorney, wants to be engag-
ed in stirring up law suits, and croaking,
let him do so.

Fire Department.

An Ordinance providing lor a4 more perfeel or-
ganizution of the Steam Fue
Company.

BEeCTioN L. Be it ordained by the Council of the
Tuecorporated Fillage of Jackson, That the Steam
Fire Company be, and it s, hereby re-organized
with n membership of fifteen persons, classified
as follows : A Capilain, Lieutenant, Polleeman,
engineer, Flreman, two Signal-men and Elght
Hose-Directors.

Sec. 2. Sakd Company may coact by-lawsand
enforce atlendance of members by such penal-
tics as a majority of the Compnny may deter-
mine, subject always to the approval of the
Village Council, which approval shull be neces-
sSAry to the validity of such by-laws; and any
fine Incurred under snld by-laws, after being
approved as aforesaid, shall be deducted from
the pay of the member or members so fined,
and shall be set apart for the benefit of the
Company ; provided that said Company shall
L, ol all times, under the coatrol of the Villnge
Counell, who may disband it at any tUme, re-
movean officerjor discharge s member thereofl
for good cause shown, such ns neglect of daty,
drunkenne: g, disorderly conduct and disobedi-
CHee.

SEC, 3. All officers of sald Company, except
the Engineer, shall be elected by the members
thereof in such manner as they may determine
upon by thelr by-laws, and the election of sald
otficers shall be subject nlways to the approval
and confirmation of the Council before entering
upon the discharge of thelrdaties. The officers
thus chosen sball serve for the period of one
yvear, nnd until thelr sncecessors shall have been
chosen and qualified,

SEC, 4. It 6ball be the dutly of the Captain to
exercise n genernl supervision and eommand
over said Company and its property at all
timez, and it shall be his especinl daty to be
present and tnke the sole command atl fires,
direct the plncing and manuver of nse of the
engine, hose and apparates generally, and shall
take such measares for the extinguishment of
fires and preservation and protection of prop-
erLy as he may deem best.

SE0.5. He sball have power, between sunrvise
and sunset, to enter Into and examine the con-
dition of ull buildings, structures, blocks, lots,
grounds or districts where flres are likely to
oeceur, and he shall visit, at least quarterly, all
buildings peculiarly exposed or liable to fire,
and ander the direction of the Counell, or Com-
mittee on Fire Department thereof, to take any
and @all proper Jegal measures and o
do all acts necessary Lo prevent the
occurrenes of fires and 1o protect persons
and property against danger from fire,
and he shall make guarterly reporls In
writing of the condltion of bulldings visited.
And in hjs exerclse ol the powers and dutles
im}msud upon him by this Ordinancs and any
Ordinanee hereafter pussed, and the laws of t!:fﬂ
State, he shall have power to make arrests, and
otherwise possess the powers and perform the
duatiss of & police officer of the Village.

SEcC 8, The Lieutenant of the Company shall
at all times be subject to the orders of the, Cap-
taln, and o the absense or Inabillity of the Cap-
tain shall have command of the Company, and
at suoh times shall be vested with the sanme
powers and perform the same dutles as the
Captain, ,
SEC. 7. The Fire Policeman shall possess po-
lice powers, nnd shall be obeyed accordingly.
He with the Captain or offlcer in command of
the Company, may order the removal of fences
and other combuostibles during fires, when in
their opinion it becomes necessary. He shall
aip('clnlli' takoe measures for the removal and
preservation of property during fires.

BEQ. 8. The Capinin or officer in command of
the Compuny, and the Fire Pollceman, may
daring a fire, call on the bystanders for assist-
ance In moving the engine, hose carriages or
hose, removing and gaarding property or other
necessary work.

BEC, 8. If any person shall refase to obey the
Captain orofficer in command of the Company,
or the Fire Pollceman, daring a fire, or shall
hinder, obstruct, delay, resist or in any manner
interfere with the officers or members of sald
Company, or any ol them, in the discharge of
thelr duty such person shall be fined In an
sum not exceeding twenty-five dollars, wilg
costsof proseculion.

SEc. . If any person shall injure property,
or by grmas carelessness, the engine, hose car-
riages, bose or apparatus of any kind belonging
to the wvillage, or shall enter the engine house
for any unlawful purpose, or shall remove
without authority anything pertaining to the
fire ergine, hose carriages, or Company, such
person shall be fined in any sum nol excesding
twenty-five dollars and costg of rosecntion,
and be liable to the Village in s civil action for
damages to the amount of the Injury done,
See, 1. The Engimeer shall be appointed by
the Mayor by and with the advice and consent
of the Council, and shall hold his ofMice for one
year, unless sooner reomoved for good cause by
the Counell, and until his successor be appoint-
ed nand l}unllilmi. It shall be his duty, under
the direstion of the Captain, to keep the engine,
hose nnd apparntos at all times in good order
for immediate use, to make and kecp up fires
in the engine house when necessary, to light
up the engloe house from dark till daylight of
ench mnight, to keep the engine house In good
order and prevent its use for any other purpose
than keeping the englue, hose, earr aes and
apparatus, and the meetings of the Compnny,
except by pernmission of the Council. He shall
visit _each fire cistern at least onoe a month
and report thelr condition to the Caplain.

Sec, 12, The oMicers and members of sald Com-
pauy shill be pald mouthly for thelr services,
such sums as the Counell may from (lme to
time may direct by resolntion.

SEC. 13, That all Urdinances or parts Lhereof,
heretofore passed, that in anywlse confliet with
the provisions of this Ordinance, be and the
same are hereby repealed.

SBEC. 14. This Ordinance shall (ake effect and
be in force after its publication.
