As to Tuxes for 1879, and the New Land
Appraisement.

Every owner of a tract of land or town
lot which has not been transferred or en-

tered for transfer to his name upon the
County Tax Duplicate, in order that the
next tax receipt therefor shall be made
out in his name, should call at the Count)

Auditor's office immediately, with his evi-

dence of title, and have the transfer en-

tered at once.
The lien for the taxes of 1879 will at-

tach by law on the 13th day of April 1879.
Therefore, as real property (lands and
town lots) shall stand charged on that
day, so it shall continue for one year
from that date

In the real estate appraisement of 1880,
also, all lands and town lots will be ap-

praised in the same names iu which they
sliill stand upon the Auditor's Tax List
on the lat of May next, 1879.

Immediate attention by real estate
owners and tax payers to this duty on
their part, will save all concerned much
inconvenience, trouble, and probably
some expense or loss.

Owners of land3 heretofore laid out in-

to town lots or other subdivisions, of
which the plats or surveys are on record,
thiit have been abandoned as such but
not legally vacated, should attend imme-
diately to having such vacation legally
made, by order of the Court of Common
Pleas.

Owners of lands that have been laid
out into town lots or other subdivisions,
of which the plats or surveys are not yet
recorded, should attend at once to com-

pliance with the law in such cases, so as
to legalize sales of the same, and that
they may be separately assessed for taxa-
tion in 1880.
