The Dred Scott Decision.

The editorial article on the Dred
Scott Decision, in The Independent
of April 3d, surprises me not a little,
and seems to call for eriticism and re-
monstrance. I cannot believe it was
so intended, and yet it reads like an
apology for a judicial act which re-
veal t.htt:) full intfamy ciaf the c:lrll-
spirac uate slavery in the
Ifniteg States Ey an interpretation of
the Constitution which rﬁoomed the
Negro to eternal and remediless chat-
telhood, with no more standing in
the Supreme Court than a dog or a
pole-cat. I have not taken the trouble
to consult the files, but I am confi-
dent that The Independent in 1856
spoke of Chief-Justice Tauney’s opinion
in a far different strain. The judg-
ment of the court having failed of its
object and involved its anthors in dis-
grace and infamy, the descendants of
the judges who took part therein, are,
natural? , anxious to find some excuse
for them that may at least relieve the
blackness uf the smirch which they so
unfortunately and gratvitously afiixed
to their own reputations. The colors,
however, are fast, and the stain is in-
effaceable. The tears of angels, if we
could imagine them to flow in such a
cause, would not suffice to blot it.
But the crying angels never obliterate
the work of their recording brothers.
The record, once made, will stand for-
ever. The god slavery, which the
Supreme Court worshiped and obeyed,
is dead; but the infamy of such wor-
ship and obedience survives, defying
all excuses and apologies.

The plea that the phrase, “the Ne-
gro has no rights which the white
man was bound to respeect,” occurs
only in the historical part of Judge
Taney's opinion, and refers primarily
to the state of opinion one hundred
years before the Revolution, is purely
technical and amounts to nothing;
for, the infamous sentiment, instead
of being repudiated by the judge for
its inhumanity, is accepted by him as
legally sound, and made the basis of
his entire judgment. His argument,
drawn out at an almost interminable
length of wordiness, runs back for its
foundation to a postulate as false his-
torically as it is outrageous in point
of morality. Strike ont that lie from
the opinion, and Judge Taney's judi-
cial struecture has not a leg to stand
upon. He takes that lie to his breast,
hugs it and coddles it as if it were a
precious truth, and thus finds it an
easy as well as a congenial task to
ind a whole race of men under his
judicial heel. The false assumption
that, one hundred years before the
Revolution, it was “the fixed and uni-
versal opinion in the eivilized portion
of the white race that the Negro had
no rights which the white man was
bound to respect,” he makes his guide
in constructing the Declaration of In-
dependence and the Constitution of
the United States. He insists that
the legal status of the Negro in 1876
was exactly what it was a hondred
years before; that it was in no wise
changed by the war or by subsequent
eyents, and remained, in 1856, so far
as the United States Government was
concerned, exactly what it was a cen-
tury and a half earlier. T%herefore—
such is the argument—the Negro is
incapacitated for being a citizen of
the United States, and has no more
standing in its courts than a wild
beast.

Such is the Dred Scott decision.
Its whole meaning and spirit is accu-
rately summed up in the words “the
Negro has no rights which a white
man is bound to respect.” Originally
used as descriptive of ancient opinion,
they are taken up, if not formerly yet
T aﬁy and truly, and made the inform-
ing vitalizing breath of the judgment
of the court. But "the conspirators
left Giod out of their ealeulations, and
so their counsel came to naught. If
theg had succeeded, and slavery, by
the consent of the people, were now
fastened to the neck of this Republie,
would the descendanis of the judges
to-day running about to explain
that they did not mean what they
said, that they acted under constraint
of legal principles and precedents,
which they did not indorse and which
were as odious to them as to others?
I trow not. In that case what is now
so anxiously sought to be explained
away. as at the worsat only an excusa-
ble mistake of judgment, would have
been boldly defended as meritorious.
“He that sitteth in the heavens shall
laugh; The Almighty shall have them
in derision.”

“Cincinnati is controlled by two
thousand saloons; officers are elected
with the understanding that they will
not enforce law. In short, the ecity
of Cincinnati, like several other large
cities, i3 in the hands and at the mer-
¢y of two thousand high-handed out-
laws, called saloon-keepers, some of
whom have not been in the country
long enough to understand our lan-
guage.”

The London Times admits the mag-
nitude of the evils of the liquor tra?
fic, but cannot offer any better cure at
present than “very stringent protec-
tion against bad and adulterated li-
quor.” Tt would have, we imagine,
something more adequate than this to
propose against a threatened invasion
of Asiatic cholera.—Independent.

of his articles. We take the follow-
ing from one of his articles:

More than half your time on the
Leach was spent in trying exceptions
to overthrow just verdicts of juries
whom the law makes final judges of
guill. A code framed as if to multi-
ply forms, and to make each one fa-
tal, has been swelled by judicial decis-
ions finding flaws to defeat justier.
Deeisions against  exceplions, ahke
with deeisicns sustaining them, amaze
the wind at the code under which
such errors could he alleged, and ut
the Supreme Court which could en-
tertain them.

The code is thickly strewn with
jadicial decisions on attenuated tech-
nical points, testifying to the encour-
agement which the Supreme Court
gives to those who make a trade of
saving the guilty from the law. The
record of decisions on exceptions in
trials for erime, invites the criminal
to come there on any trivial pretense,
while sentence is suspended to await
the blind chances. The verdict of a
jury on the justice of the case is only
a step to an appeal toa supreme
bench which puts by the justice of
the case, and looks solely for a flaw
in proceedings to overthrow it.

A criminal code of infinite techni-
calities, administered by a Supreme
Court which has a nose only for the
forms that defeat justice, stands over
the trial court with unnumbered ob-
structions to protract trials and turn
verdicts to nought. Heinous murderers
are made heroes, and their safety the
law’s sole object. Murderers and bur-
glars walk the streets, holding neigh-
borhoods in terror, because the law is
strangled in its own convolutions.
Fiendish crimes are perpetrated, excit-
ing neighborhoods or the whole city
to demand justice, buf justice 1s de-
forred to the tndefinite future and has
ceased to be expected.

Public opinion has lost respect for
the administration of law. At length
a minor incident, not so flagrant as
many others, bronght about by acci-
dent » disorderly attempt, easily amen-
able to firm police aathority, but
swelled by a riot alarm and a erowd
into a fright, with the horrible result

killed and wounded. After more
than a fortnight of deliberation, you,
a Supreme Court Judge for sixteen
years, have volunteered the counsels
of your experience on the causes and
the remedy. And your remedy is to
ignere erime, to ignore the failure of
the law, and to have a free blood-let-
ting of the people, if not content with
this lawlessness.

You have surprised the public that
one who gives this measure of his ju-
dicial ming has been on the Supreme
Bench. You are content that the
code and judiciary have strangled the
law, and you see nothing wanting but
to strangle the Commercial Gazstte,
so that it shall not mention the com-
mission of erimes nor the failure of
justice; as if the people’s respect for
a judicial administration, which is un-
worthy of respect, ought to be main-
tained, or as if it could be maintained
by sticking heads in the sand. The
voidness of all judicious perception in
your letter is a eriterion for judging
the work f*ou have done in sixteen
years in piling up a judiciary stroct-
ure to make the administration of law
difficult, and your temper confesses
that you have taken as personal re-
flections on you the remarks on the
effect of suech judicial quibbles in de-
feating justice and destroying respect
for law.

Training Dogs to Patrol Mines.

A Zanesville, 0., correspondent
writes us that dogs may not only be
made profitable workers in mines, be-
ing taught to draw small coal cars,
but itis entirely feasible to teach
them to patrol mines, as detecters of
fire damp or natural gas. A dog of
16 or 20 inches high is recommended
as likely to be most serviceable in the
work, but he should be so trained by
the watchman as to be always ready
to rapidly make the rounds of the
mine before the latter starts. The
plan is to send the dog through the
mine. If hereturns, it will be known
that the mine is safe. Failure of dog-
gy to come back indicatesdanger from
gas.—Scientific American.
