A Worp WirH Young Men!

Will You Vote With A Party That
Is Ashamed Of Its Record?

Referri.ng to a recent article in this
paper relating to the history of the
two great parties in this country,a
Democratic friend says, “it was abuse
of the Democratic party.” We ut-
terly fail to conceive how a recital of
the principal points in the record of
a party could be abuse of that party
unless it's record had been disreputa-
ble. A man who has done his daty
in all things, has no fear of reference
to his past deeds. Such should be the
case with a political party. Our
Demoeratic friends have lubored earn-
estly to instill into the minds of the
young men of to-day the idea that
the Demoeratic party was just the re-
verse of what it really was during the
war. To this end we have been vre-
minded that there were “more Demo-
eratic soldiers in the army than Re-
publican soldiers,” meaning, of course
that all on one side and a part on the
other were Demoecrats. They have
hoped that the young men would not
take pains to investigate the party
history of each party, and thus get at
the facts. Upon this same line the
Democratic politicians have endeav-
ored to work the young men up fo
the belief that there has really been
little difference between the parties in
the past. In dealing with political
history, one must stick to the facts,
and the party which suffers by the re-
cital ought to keep very quiet about
it.

This same Democratic party, which
comes Lo you now asking your votes,
that it may be intrusted with the
mansgement of Governmental affairs,
has the blackest, the most murderous
and horrible record of any party
known in the political world. Com-
ing into life amid all the advantages
of “Free America,” and presumably
having a right coneeption of the spir-
it of Freedom and Progress which
formed the life and genius of our sys-
tem of Government, the leaders of the
Democratic party within a compara-
tively few years began the working of
a conspiracy to overthrow the Govern-
ment which had cost so much sacrifice,
and establish a separate Government
in the South, some of them even ad-
vocating, within the memory of the
present generation, the dismember-
ment of the Union, and the forming
of four sectional Governments in this
country. These treasonable ideas
were nurtured in the Remocgptic
mind until the politicians of that par-
ty began to note with alarm the rapid
growth of progressive thought and
loyalty in the country, and it became
evident that the pet schemes for the
breaking up of the country must be
pushed with all possible haste.

After years of seheming the oppor-
tunity was thought to have come
when in 1860 the Republican party,
representing the idea of Freedom and
loyalty to the flag of the Union, elect-
ed its candidate for the Presidency.
Then, having deliberately stolen the
property of the Government and run
down its eredit, the Democratic party
—remember, we say the Democratic
party—plunged the country intoa
war that drenched the country with
blood, buried three hundred thousand
brave Northern hoys, and sent other
thousands limping through the world,
broken and shattered physical wrecks.
Now, do not misunderstand us.
There were thousands of men who
went into the Union Army as Demo-
crate, but the party, as a party, op-
posed the war, sympathized with the
Sonthern Confederacy, and did all
that could be safely done to give aid
and comfort to the enemy in the field.

5. Resolved, That we hail with in-
expressible delicht the return to Ohio
of the great and invineible champion
of Liberty, our beloved statesman,
Clement Laird Vallandigham; and we
hereby notify the tyrants and their
contemptible minions that no more
Democrats ean be sent into exile, or
thrust into Bastiles, without the pro-
cess of law, except by walking over
the dead bodies of the Democratic
party.

6. Resolved, That Peace is essential
to the prosperity and happiness of all
nations, communities, and associa-
tions, therefore, this nseless, wicked,
and barbarous war onght and must be
brought to a speedy termination.

7. Resolved, That we will support
no man for any office who is in any
respect in favor of the further prose-
cution of this war.

8. Resolved, That the war is and
has been from the first, waged for the
express purpose of liberating negroes,
enslaving white men, enriching shod-
dy thieves, equalizing the black and
white races, and for building upa
moneyed aristoeracy on the ruins of
our free republican government.

9. Resolved, That we are totally and
resolutely opposed to extending to the
colored race in the country the rights
and immunities belonging only to
white men and American citizens.

10. Resolved, That the highway-
man'’s plea that “might makes right,"”
as contended by the President as an
excuse for his base usurpations of
power and his unpardonable violations
of his official oath is entirely unwor-
thy the chief ruler of a civilized na-
tion, and only becoming pirates and
robbers of the John A. Merrel school.

11. Resolved, That the present
bloody and inhuman war, with all its
woes and horrors, nnpardonable taxa-
tion, and the suspension of the writ
of “habeas corpus,” the arbitrary ar-
rests, abridgement of the freedom of
speech and the press, the unwarranta-
ble searches and seizures, the disfran-
chisement of the people by the mili-
tary, and many other outrages which
have no parsllel in the history of civ-
ilized nations, the present Administra-
tion, the President, his advisors,
agents, supporters and apologists alone
are responsible for; and that it is the
intention of the Democratic party to
bring them to a sure and a condign
punishment hereafter.

14. Resolved, That we heartily in-
dorse the speech of Alexander Long—
preferring of the two ulternatives—
recognition of the Southern Confed-
eracy Lo subjugating the people of the
South.

16. Resolved, Finally, that free
speech, free prese, and a free ballot-
box we must and will have, or shed
the last drop of our blood in the at-
tempt; and we will inform our mili-
tary opponents that we shall resort to
reprisals in future if they seek to
further oppress us and outrage our
rights.

17. Resolved, That these resolutions
be published in the Juckson KExpress
and the Crisis.

That was where the Democratic
party of Jackson County—of which
John C. Stevenson was a member—
stood while the boys were being shot
down at the front in a deadly confliet
for the life of the Nation, against
armed traitors who were endeavoring
to destroy the Government. While
the boys were fighting the Democrat-
ic party in front, the Democratic par-
ty in the rear was meeting in the
back districts and on the tick ridges,
and threatening dire vengeance to the
Boys in Blue.

and public liberty and private rights
alike trodden down, and the material
prosperity of the country essentially
impaired. Juostice, humanity, liberty,

' and the public weifare demand that

immediate efforts be made for a cessa-
tion of hostilities, with a view to im-
mediate Convention of all the States,
or other penceable means, to the end
thut at the earliest practicable mo-
ment peace may be restored on the ba-
sis of the Federal Union of the
States.”

A good man’s life and
work cannot be defeated by those who
from impure motives assail them, even
though they be assailed in the name
of righteousness.

With the approbation of the
Divine Oune, given through the human
conseience, he can stand against time
and the storms of earth.

THE DEADLY SAW MILL!

James L. Ervin and Kent Hvans
Killed !

About noon on Wednesday of last
week this community was startled by
a telegram to Mr. C. C. James, from
Coye Station, announcing the explo-
sion of a saw-mill owned by himself
and James L. Ervin. In company
with the Undertaker, H. H. Marsh-
man, we went to the scene of the hor-
ror, to bring the remains of Mr. Er-
vin to town. A brisk drive of an hour
and & half brought us to the residence
of Mr. Jehiel Pratt, where the re-
mains had been taken. While Marsh-
man was putiing the remains in shape
for removal, we went, in company
with Mr. Wesley Givens, to the loca-
tion of the mill, in a piece of timber
perbaps a quarter of a mile from
Pratt’s house. The surroundings
showed the result of the explosion in
a way to inspire awe, and cause men
to speak in subdued tones, as though
there was yet danger in the very air.
The mill, or rather what was left of
it, was in the midst of an awful wreck
of disarranged boards, timbers and
rubbish,

The mill was running at the time of
the explosion. Mr. Ervin and M.
W. B. Pratt were standing but a few
feet away from the boiler, and near
the carriage which ran the logs against
the saw. A log had just been rum
through, and the slab taken off. The
“off-bearers” were taking away the
slab, and the running-gears being ar-
ranged for sawing the next round,
when the explosion occurred. A large
portion of the boiler'struck the ground
just in front of Ervin and Pratt, then
bounded, catching Ervin above the
waist, knocking him back against the
ends of some logs near by, tearing all
the upper portion of the body, includ-
ing the head, into an unrecognizable
mass. His beard was thrown over on-
to one arm, and only portions of the
head distinguishable.

Kent. Evans, son of Andrew Evans,
and grandson of Gabriel Evans, an
old and well known citizen of that
neighborhood, was the fireman of the
engine, and just previous to the explo-
sion had been seen to step aside from
the boiler, then back toward it again.
When found he was some twenty to
thirty yards from the boiler, badly
bruised and broken, with a hole
through his head, looking as though
an iron bolt had penetrated it. His
body was not dismembered like that
of Ervin, Sam Rowland, one of the
workmen, was bruised some in the
arm und ankle. Frank Garrett was
slightly burned. Jeff Garrett was in-
jured in the back. W. B. Pratt, in-
jured in the side and shoulder. Mr.
Pratt was leaning upon a cane, when
the boiler struck Ervin, breaking the
cane in Pratt’s hand. His escape
scemed miraculous. The pieces of
the wreck were scattered about a ra-
dius of perhaps seventy-five yards
from the stand of the engine.

No cause can be assigned for this
terrible affair. The engine had but
recently been overhaujed at Gray's
Shops in this place, and was doubtless
in good condition, besides which we
do not think there was a man in the
State who knew more about mill en-
gines than Mr. Ervin. There had
been a searcity of good water, but at
the time of the explosion there was
water at hand, and the engine seemed
to be supplied and running all right.

Mr. Evans, one of the men killed,
was a young man who had just attain-
ed bis majority. He had been with
the mill for some time.

Mr. Ervin was well known in this
community. He was of a quiet, gen-
tlemanly disposition, a good business
man, and a splendid citizen. For
many years he had béen in business in
this County, having been in the coal
buginess with W. N. Miller, for a
time, and after leaving this firm he
had been almost constantly in the
mill business. James L. Ervin was a
man whom we never expected to meet
death in the manner he did. But
there seems to be a fatality about
saw-mill engines that no mechanic
can control. There has been a num-
ber of explosions in this County, and
all while the engines were in charge
of thoroughly experienced engineers.
This is a sad blow to Mr. Ervin's
family, one of the very best
families in this place. Of course, the
sympathy of the whole community is
theirs, but what can human spmpathy
avail under the circomstances. What
can words of condolence avail where
the strong man, the loving husband,
the tender parent went forth to his
work in the morning, and in the even-
ing of the next day was brought back
a mangled corpse. Only those who
have undergone such exiperience ean
understand it in the fullness of its
agony.

The remains of Mr. Ervin were pre-
pared by Marshman & Co., pleced in a
beautiful casket, and taken to the res-
idence of the family.
