THE PLATFORM.

' A Document Every Voter in the
United States Should Read—Pro-

| tection the Key Note—Here Is Its

| Declaration of Principles in Full.

CrrcAco, June 21.—The text of the
platform presented by the Committee
on Resolutions is as follows:

States, assembled by their delegates in
National Convention, pause on the
threshold of their proceedings to hon-
or the memory of their first great
leader, the immortal champion of lib~
erty and the rights of the people,
Abraham Lincoln, and to cover also
with wreathes of imperishable remem-
brance and gratitude the heroic names
of our late leaders who have more re-
cently been called away from our
councils—Grant, Garfield, Arthur, Lo-
Ean, Conkling. May their memories

e faithfully cherished. We also re-
call with our greetings and with pray-
er for his recovery the name of one of
our living heroes whose memory will
be treasured in the histo
Republicans and of the public—
the name of that noble soldier and fa-
y('lorita child of vietory, Philip H. Sher-
idan. L

In the spirit of those great leaders,
and of our own devotion to human
liberty, and with that hostility to all
forms of despotism and oppression
which is the fundamental ideal of the
Republican party, we send fraternal
congratulation to our fellow-Ameri-
cans of Brazil npon their great act of
emancipation, which completed the
abolition of slavery throughout the
two American continents. We earn-
estly hope we may soon congratulate
our fellow-citizens of Irish birth vp-
on the peacetul recovery of home rule
for Ireland.

We reaffirm our unswerving devo-
tion to the National Constitution and
to the indissoluble Union of the States,
to the autonomy reserved to the States
under the Constitution, to the person-
al rights and liberties of citizens in all
the States and Territories in the Un-
ion, and especially to the supreme and
sovereign right of every lawfal citizen,
rich or poor, native or foreign born,
white or black, to cast one free ballot
in publie elections and to have the
ballot duly ecounted. We hold the
free and honest popular ballet and the
just and equal representation of all the
people to be the foundation of our Re-
publican Government and demand ef-
fective legislation to secure the integ-
rity and puarity of elections, which are
the fountains of all public anthority.
We charge that the present Adminis-
tration and the Democratic majority
in Congress owe their existence to the
suppression of the ballot by a erimin-
al nullification of the Constitution
and laws of the United States.

We are uncompromisingly in favor
of the American system of protection;
we protest against its destruection as
proposed by the President and his
Earty. They serve the interests of

urope: we will support the interests
of America. We accept the issne and
confidently appeal the people for their
jundgment. The protective system
must be maintained. Its abandon-
ment has always been followed by
general disaster to all interests, except
those of the usurer and the Sheriff.
We denounce the Mills bill as desirue-
tive to the general business, the labor
and the farming interests of the coun-
try, and we heartily endorse the con-
sistent and patriotie action of the Re-
publican representatives in Congress
in opposing its passage.

We condemn the proposition of the
Democratic party to place wool on the
free list, and we insist that the duties
thereon shall be adjusted and main-
tained so as to furnish full and ade-
quate protection to that industry.

The Republican party wonld effect
all needed reduction of the National
revenue by repealing the taxes upon
tobaceo which are an annoyance and
burden to agriculture, and the tax ap-
on spirits used in the arts, and for
mechanical purposes; and by such re-
vision of the tariff laws as will tend to
check imports of such articles as are
produced by our people, the produc-
tior of which gives employment to
our labor, and release from import
duties those articles of foreign pro-
duction (except luxuries), the like of
which can not be produced at home.
If there shall still remain a larger 1ev-
enua than is requisite for the wants of
the Government, we favor ihe entire
repeal of internal taxes, rather than
the surrender of any part of our pro-
tective system, at the joint behest of
the whisky ring and the agents of
foreign manufacturers.

We declare our hostility to the in-
troduction into this country of foreign
contract labor and of Chinese labor,
alien to our eivilization and our econ-
stitution; and we demand the rigid
enforcement of the existing laws
against it, and favor such immediate
legislation as will exclude such labor
from our shores.

We declare our opposition to all
combinations of capital organized in
trusts or otherwise, to control arbitra-
rily the condition of trade among our
citizens; and we recommend to Con-
gress and the State Legislatures in
their respective jurisdictions such leg-
islation as will prevent the execution

by undue charges on their snpplies, or
by unjust rates for the transportation
of their products to market. We ap-
prove the legislation by Congress to
revent alike nnjust burdens and un-
fair diserimination between the States.
We reaffirm the policy of appropri-
ating the public lands of the United
States to be homesteads for American
citizens and settlers, not aliens, which
the Hepublican party established in
1862, against the persistent opposition
of the Democrats in Congress, and
which has brought onr great Western

al grants. We charge the Democrat-
ic Administration with failure to ex-
ecute the laws securing to sutlers title
to their homesteads, and with using
appropriations made for the purpose
to harass innocent settlers with spies
and prosecutions under the false pre-
tense of exposing frauds and vindieat-
ing the law.

g.l‘he government by Congress of the
Territories is based upon necessity
only, to the end that they may be-
come States in the Union; therefore,
whenever the conditions of popula-
tion, material resources, public intelli-
gence and morality are such as to in-
sure a staple local government there-
in, the people of such Territories
should be permitted, as a right inher-
ent in them, to form for themselves
constitntions and State Governments,
and be admitted into the Union.
Pending the preparation for State-
hood all officers thereof should be se-
lected from the bona fide residents
and citizens of the Territory wherein
they are to serve. Sounth Dakota
should of right be immediately admit-
ted as a State in the Union, under the
constitution framed and adopted by
her people, and we heartily endorse
the action of the Republican Senate
in twice passing bills for her admis-
sion. The refusal of the Democratic
House of Representatives, for partisan
purposes, to favorably consider these
bills, is a willful violation of the sa-
cred American principle of local self-
government and merits the condem-
nation of all just men. The pending
bills in the Senatg for acts to enable
the people of Washington, North Da-
kota and Montana Territories to form
constitutions and establish State gov-
ernments, should be passed without
unnecessary delay. The Republican
party pledges itself to do aFl in its
power to facilitate the admission of
the Territories of New Mexico, Wyo-
ming, Idaho and Arizona to the en-
joyment of self-government as States,
such of them as are now qualified as
soon as possible, and the others as
soon as they may become so,

The political power of the Mormon
Church in the Territories as exercised
in the past is a menace to free institu-
tions too dangerous longer to be suf-
fered. Therefore we pledge the Re-
publican pariy to appropriate legisla-
tion asserting the soversignty of the
Nation in all Territories, where the
same is questioned, and in furtherance
of that end to place upon the statute
books, leﬁislation stringent enough to
divorce the political from the ecclesi-
astical power, and thus stamp out the
attendant wickedness of polygamy.

The Republican party 1s in favor of
the use of both gold and silver as
money, and condemns the policy of
the Democratic Administration in its
effort to demonetize silver.

We demand the reduction of letter
postage to one cent per ounce.

In a Republie like ours, where the
citizen is the sovereign and the official
the servant, where no power is exer-
cised except by the will of the people,
it is important that the sovereign—
the people—should possess intelli-
gence., 'The free school is the promo-
ter of that intelligence which is to
preserve us a free nation; therefore,
the State or Nation, or both combined,
should support free institations of
learning, sufficient to afford to every
child growing up in the land the op-
portunity of a good common school
education.

We earnestly recommend that
prompt action be taken by Congress
in the enactment of such legislation
as will best secure the rehabilitation
of our American merchant marine,
and we protest against the passage by
Congress of a free ship bill, as calcu-
lated to work injustice to labor by
lessening the wages of those engaged
in preparing materials as those direct-
ly employed in our ship yards. We
demand appropriations for the early
rebuilding of our navy; for the con-
struoction of coast fortifications and
modern ordnance, and other approved
modern means of defense for the pro-
tection of our defenseless harbors and
cities; for the payment of just pen-
sions to our soldiers; for necessary
works of National importance in the
improvement of harbors and the chan-
nels of internal, coastwise and foreign
commerce; for the encouragement of
the shipping interests of the Atlantie,
Gulf and Pacific States, as well as for
the payment of the maturing public
debt. This policy will give employ-
ment to our labor, activity to our va-
rious industries, increase the security
of our country, promote trade, open
new and direct markets for our pro-
duce and cheapen the cost of transpor-
tation. We affirm this to be far bet-
ter for our country than the Demo-

ment's money withont interest to *pet
banks.”

The conduct of foreign affairs by
ithe present Administration has been
dislinguished by its inefficiency
and its cowardice. Having withdrawn
from the Senate all pending treaties
effected by Republican administration
for the removal of foreign burdens
and restrictions upon our commerce
and for its extension into better mar-

civil rights. It should and must afford
him protection at home, and follow
and protect him abrozd in whatever
land he may be on a lawful errand.”

The men who abandoned the Re-
publican party in 1884, and continne
to adhere to the Democratic party,
have deserted not only the cause of
honest government, of sound finance,
of freedom and purity of the hallot,
but especially have deserted the
cause of reform in the civil service.
We will not fail to keep our pledges
because they have broken theirs, or
because their candidate has broken
his.

We denounce the hostile spir-
it shown by President Cleveland in
his numerous vetoes of measures for
nsion relief, and the action of the
Democratic House of Representatives
in refusing even a consideration of
general pension legislation.

In support of the principles here-
with enunciated we invite the co-op-
eration of patriotic men of all parties,
and especially of all workingmen
whose prosperity is seriously threat-
ened by the free trade policy of the
present administration.

FROM CALIFORNIA.

To the Editor of the Standard:

I believe that Los Angeles has re-
cently been pretty thoroughly written
up for the Standard. But as I have
not seen a copy of a Jackson County
paper, much to my deprivation, for
almost a year, I have not read the
California letters that appeared in the
Standard.

I have frequently thought that I
would, in that indefinite “sometime”
write a letter for the Standard. At
last, prompted possibly by meeting to-
day a former Jackson County man,
and discussing with him Jackson and
Gallia County people and affairs in
general, I shall attempt to put my far
away intention into execation.

I came to California a little over
two years ago, and have found the
State as deseribed in the old romance,
not an island, but a land “very near
the terrestrial paradise.””

Every one has read or heard of pic~
turesque California—the matchless
panorama of natural scenery that ex-
tends from the majestic proportions
of Shasta on the North to the contin-
uation of castellated peaks that disap-
pear in the hazy distance of the Colo-
rado River of the South. But of
course Yosemite is the climax. Some
one has said of it:

“Yosemite conveys to the-soul of
man, through the eye, what might the
orchestra of Heaven through the ear,
were peals of thunder compassed into
harmonious notes of mugie, then sud-
denly silenced and followed amid in-
stant “stillness by nature’s most tiny
voice.

While the climate, scenery, etc., are
unsurpassed, yet Eastern people are
not permitted to enjoy them without
paying well for them. Expenses for
living are very high, especially here
in Southern California, where the
great rush has been for the past year
or two. The residents took advantage
of the rush and put their prices up so
high that the visitors left six weeks
earlier than they usually do, and the
Californians haye killed the goose that
laid the golden eggs. The people here
do not prospect on what the erops of
the soil will probably be for the com-
ing year, but they make their esti-
mates and business regulations on the
probable crop of “Tenderfeet” that
will come again to escape the bliz-
zards, cyclones ete. of the East.

The Jackson County man referred
to above is Prof. R. R. Brown, who
was Superintendent of the Jackson
Schools in 64 and '65. He also or-
ganized the Ewington Academy, in
(Rallia County, and conducted the
same for two or three years. He talks
with a great deal of interest about his
old pupils in Jackson and Gallia coun-
ties, in one of whom he seems to have
been especially intwested in his
younger days.

Mr. Brown is now having put up
for himself, a large three-story build-
ing, which will easily bring him a
rental of $300 per month. He thinks
that a boom is a pretty good thing.
