LIVl nr A. BEAK.

: John Hugjfes Daly, Esq., f the
Ninth ward, caterer to the Criterion
Club, of this city, has returned itfom a
few days' outing among the trout
streams of Monroe county, Pa., fetch-
ing with him a few trout and some
most remarkable tales of ad?enture.

Orchard and Garden.
S tr en st hen in k Trees.

Many a fine tree when weighted
with fruit, is ruined forever by split-
ting from the fork downward. This
can easily be guarded against by
twisting together one twig from each
of the main branches. Five year's
growth will give a live connecting'
link strong enough to 'endure any or
dinary draft upon it. Says the Flor
ida Dispatch:

"Twigs which grow from the low
er part of the branches are prefera
ble: if there are no such twigs, a 'wa
ter-spro-

ut' or 'sucker' should be al
lowed to grow, or one may be started
by nicely inserting a scion into a slit
between the bark and the wood and
securely waxing it. Twigs from the
size of a lead pencil to half an inch in
diameter can be used for this purpose.
Their ends should not be clipped for
a year or two after they are first
twisted. By that time the will be-

gin to adhere, and all the twigs and
leaves may be cut from the newly-form- ed

branch."
