We had deemed it desirable and advisable

in going to a new1 Country , to be as Well pre-
pared as possible to earn a livelihood, and
hence we concluded that 4 compass would,
as a matter of course, be useful to us, and
in this we had judged correctly; for even
could we have obtained nq Surveying busi-

ness to do, yet it was Valuable property, and
could have commanded the cash, at any
time after reaching the settlements.

This man we have never seen since that
time; but we have heard (whether true or
not, we do not know) that he did not sue
ceed in bringing In any property, 'and that
this faithful ox, some few days after leaving
feather river, had obtained access to some
green coffee, and had eaten some of it, which
caused his death shortly after eating it. And
when we set out from Feather river the mnn
to whom we had sold this Ox had not yet
started, and 1 believe be did not contemplate
setting out for a day or two thereafter, and
I have long since given up all hopes of ever
hearing any thing definite in relation to the
matter, and I have ceased to make any in
quiry respecting it;

On the 3d of November, our messmate,
Mr. Taylor, set out, in company with some
others then leaving this encampment on
Feather river, for Lassen's, and after reach-
ing the settlements, he proceeded to the
mines on Feather river, and commenced
working in mining, near Bidwoll's Bar, and
he has been operating mostly on Feather
river, and from last accounts, his prospects
must be tolerably promising. We, however,
have, wteieA JbAntslnce, arttoina here J
and the accounts that we obtain from him

are entirely through others.
Whilst at Major Rucker's encampment,

we made arrangements with some of the

men belonging to the Relief train, to take
pome blankets through for us to Lassen's,
they having the use of the blankets to Las-

sen's for their trouble. By this arrangement,
we could be enabled to carry the necessary
quantity of provisions to last us through,
and could also carry whatever cooking uten-

sils that would be needed, besides a tolerably
good supply of wearing apparel and Weap-

ons of defence, etc. And we were appre
hensive that without either tent or blanket,
we could possibly reach the settlements, then

75 miles distant.
It may be readily conjectured, however,

that this was a task which we might find to
be difficult, and ' perhaps impossible of ac
complishment; for the snow might become
so deep in one day, that all trace .of a road
would be obliterated, and the first half of
the route lay through a dense forest, and
crossed over mountains that were barely
pruciicable to the best practitioner, even
when the snow did not offer any impediment.

So we packed up what we could well bear
up under, and after turmshine two otners
whom we learned to be destitute, and who
desired to travel with us as our messmates
and after distributing whatever amount of
provisions or other property the rest oi the
company could or would take, and leaving
the abandoned property to take care of it
self, we set out on the 4th on our journey
in company with the relief train. And in
this way, without either shelter or blanket
at night, to protect us from the inclemency
01 thti weather, then becoming almost in
supportable, we reached Lassen's or David
son's, on the 8ih of November, after travel
Ins from Feather river about 75 miles, or
from St. Joseph's, Mo., a distance of about
x,w miles. . .

er river, about 60 miles southwardly from

Lassen's, where we arrived on the 17th.

And here we staved for a few days to wit

ness the raining operations. Not liking the
prospects very well, and not having a sum

cient amount of funds to enable us to go into

ceeded down thither, which we reached on
the 28ih of November, after traveling from

Lone's Bar a distance, of about 100 miles.
Sacramento City is situated on the east

bank of the Sacramento river, immediately
below the mouth of the American river, and
in traveling down thither, we had to cross
Peatler river. Yuba river. Bear river, and
.the American river. And I might here re
mark,; that the men to whom we had en
trusted our blankets did not succeed in bring'

ing them in, as they informed us while we
were at Lassen a, and that we were thus de
prived of those almost indispensible articles,
and I miirht further remark, that in this
country it gonerally rains in the valleys of
the large streams, at trie lime mat it snows
la the mountains, and that from the time we
reached Moj. Sucker's encampment, on the
second of November, until we came to with
