THE RIOT AT THE BELAID MARKET. .

About 3 o'clock in the afternoon a re-

port was brought to the police, stationed
at the eighth ward,' that thiert Vta$ fighting
at the sixth ward, and assistance was asked
to quell it. The police started, and with
them several hundred of the crowd assem-
bled around the polls, who in a few mo-
ments were armed with muskets, and ac-

companied by two gangs of boys each drag-
ging a small brass cannon on wheels.
They passed along the side of Belair mar-
ket, and towards Orleans street, where
they were met by a concourse of equally
as wild and inturiated men and youths,
armed with muskets and pistols. A fight
then commenced, the eigth ward Demo-

crats taking shelter in the market house,
and the sixth and seven ward Americans
filing from the fish market and the cor-
ners of Orleans street. They finally ral-

lied on the eighth ward party and drove
them up through the market accompanied
by perfect volleys of musketry and the oc-

casional discharge of a swivel. The fight-
ing through the market was continued with
but little intermission up to dark, when
both parties retired.

During the timo of the battle tho follow-

ing persons were carried to the apothecary
shop of Mr. Joseph Roberts, comer of Hart-
ford Avenue and the York Road, where
they were attended to by Dr. P. McGary,
their wounds dressed, and taken home by
their friends:

Phillip Dagner, nn Irishman, received a

Samuel Jackson, living in Momument
street, near Gay, received slug in the
thigh.

A boy was brought in wounded in tho
breast it was thought fatally. The above
were all parties engaged in the Democratic
fighting gang from the Eighth Ward.

Among those wounded on ttie side of the
American rioters in this battle were the
following:

Hitzelberger, genteely dressed
young man, was shot in Orleans street,
supposed to have had no part in the fight.
He fell with ball in his right breast, just
above tho nipple. At hi request ho was
taken to the truck house of the Pioneer
Hook and Ladder Company. Dr. Henry
Yentes dressed his wound, and expressed
his fears that it was mortal, the ball having
entered his lungs.

Stansbury, residing at 1 22 East
Fayette street, was shot in the side, though
not dangerously.

Thomas McDonald, residing in Thomp-
son street, was shot in the side and head,
His wound is supposed to be mortal.

Jones, living in Fayette street, near
Broadway, was also shot in the head and
Sid's nnd mortally wounded.

Owen McDonald, residing in Orleans

street, received three shots in the breast,
none of which are serious.

William Chambors, living at No 33
Poppleton street, was shot in the leg pro-

ducing bad flesh wound.
William Sproulc, boy living in Eager

street, Broadway, was shot in the right
lung and right hip.

with his musket in one hand and his hat

Tho sixth ward partVi was reinforced
shortly after the battle commenced by a
detachment of the seventh ward American
clubs, who brought with them a small can-

non on wheels. Tho Democrats got pos-

session ot this cannon at onetime, and were
about carrying it off, when it upset nnd the
cannon fel 1 off of the wheels. They ran off
with tho wheels, and a man who attempted
to pick up the cannon was shot, and com-

pelled to drop it, limping off with a bullet
in nis leg.

At dusk we left them still shooting nt

each other, with an occasional hit, and both
parties apparently considering itfinosport.

Sevoral of the police officers were also

shot in endeavoring to quell the riot at the
commencement, among whom was officer

Stevens, who received a can m nis siue,
causing a serious wound.

Whilst the fight was going on in the Bel

Air market word was sent to the central

polico station for aid. High Constable

Herring, Deputy Brnshears, and Sergeant
Tayman, with a squad of twenty men, re-

paired to tho Ecene. On arriving nt the
market they found the eighth warders with
a cannon in position, preparing to nre.

They attempted to take possession of the

piece, but were immediately surrounded by

an infuriated crowd, armed with muskets.
They attempted to make arrests, but

were foiled by the number and fierceness j

of the assailants, who succeeded in carry-
ing off the cannon. Sergeant Tayman
pursued nn Irishman to the house at tho

corner of Foundry and French streets,
where he captured two loaded muskets,
both United States arms with stained bar
rels. The police were in a dangerous po-

sition durintr the encounter, tho rioters
largely outnumbering them, and showing
a determination to shoot them down.

Last night between seven and eight
o'clock, a brisk encounter took place in Bal-

timore and Holliday streets, but without,
so far as we could learn, serious injury to

anv one. Who were the asrtrressors it is
difficult to say, but a small swivel was

brought into the street by a party of men

from Country 1 hompson s house, and was

fired several times. Tho Americans re-

plied with muskets, and a rapid but brief
fusilade ensued.

survive more than a few days.
