Eveiy patriot iu the countiy had in-

dulged in the hops that the Khiisas-Ne-biaak- a

act would put final end to the
slaveiy agitation, at least iu Congress,
which had for more than twenty years
convulsed the country and endangered the
Union. This act involved great aud fun-

damental principles, aud if laiiiy carried
mtoeltect will settle the question.

Should agitation again be revived, and
should the people of sinter States be again
estranged from each other, with more than
their lorrner bitterness, this will arise
from cause, so far as the interests of
Kaias are concerned, more trilling and
itisignilieant than has ev?r stirred the ele
ments of great people into commotion.
To the people of Kansas, the only prac-
tical diiierence between its admission or
rejection defends Mniplv upon the fact,
whether they can themselves more speed-
ily change the present Constitution, if it
does not accord with the will of major-
ity, or frame, second Constitution to be
submitted to Congress hereafter.

E if this were question of mere

Secretary Munton's Arfrii'cssto the
l'clle of tSc United States.

Having been recently removed from tho
office of Secretary of Kansas Territory,
under, circumstances which imply severe
censure on the part of the President, and
having had no othcial information of my
removal, nor any opportunity for explana-
tion or defense, I have deemed it neces
sary to present to the people of tho United
States a brief statement of facts in vindi-
cation of. my motives, and in explanation
of the results ol the act for which I have
been condemned..

On my arrival in the Territory in April
last, in advance of Gov. Walker, I confess
that I had an imperfect knowledge of the
real condition of affairs. I supposed tho
question of slavery to be tho only cause
of the dissenlioii and difficulty among the
people.

4

I soon found, however, that this view
was altogether too limited, and did not
reach the true ground of controvei y.
The great mass of the inhabitant of the
Territoiy were dissatisfied with tho local
government, and earnestly denied the va-

lidity of the existing law. Ansserting
that the previous Legislatures had been
forced upon thpm by the fraud and vio-

lence of a neighboring people, they pro-
claimed thoir determination never to sub-
mit to the enchantments of legislative
bodies thus believed to be illegitimate and
not entitled to obedience.

This was the condition of things when
Oov. Walker came to tho Territory in the
latter part of May.

It was too late to induce the people te go
into the June election for delegates to the
Convention. The registration required
bylaw had been imperfect iu all thecouu-tie- s,

and had beeu wholly omitted in oiie-ha- lf

of them; nor could the people of these
disfranchised counties vote in any adjacent
County, as has been falscy suggested. In
such of them as subsequently took a cen-

sus of registry of their own, the delegates
chosen were uot admitted to seats in the
Convention . Nevertheless, it is not to
bo denied that thejgreat centraljfact, which
controlled the whole case, was the utter
want of confidence by the people in the
whole machinery ot iko lerntorial Gov
ernment.

It was iinparrent that all the machine i v
had been artfully prepared1 for a repetition
of. the cross frauds, similar to those wfiich
had been attempted in October; and, it
was in view or air these facts, aftefthe
adjournment of : tho Convention, that the
poplo of the Territory, by an almost
unanimous ciemanu, catieu upon me, as
the acting Governor,- 'to convene an ex-
tra session of the Legislature, in order to
enable them peaceably to protect them
selves against the wrongs evidontley con
templated uy.tlie adoption of this Consti
tution, There' was no law to punish
frauds in election returns. The people
were intensity excited; and it - was the
opinion of tho coolest men in the Terri
tory that without a call of the Leinslature,
the elections under the Constitution could
not have taken place without collision and
bloodshed.

Recent events have shown that their
apprehensions were well founded. Enor-
mous frauds have been perpetrated at tho
precincts of Oxford, Shawnee, and Kick-apo- o;

Not having been informed of .the
grounds of my removal, I know them
only through the newspaper reports, to
the effect thatin calling the legislature, I
disobeyed the instructions of the President.
I had no instructions bearing on the sub-
ject, and there was no time to obtain I hem
even if I had felt bound to substitute the
President's will for that discretion which
the organic act confieded to me. The
convening of the Legislature undoubtedly
prevented difficulty and secured peace.

Tho measure for which I havo been un
just! y condemned has enabled the people
of Kansas to make known their real will
iu regard to the Leeompton Constitut-
ion. This affords the Democratic party
an opportunity to defend the true principles
of constitutional liberty, and to save itself
from disastrous divisions nnd utter over-
throw. If Congress will heed tho voice
of the pcoplo and not force upon them a
government which they have rejected Dy
a vote oi iour 10 one, tr.e wnoie country
will be satisfied, and Kansas will quietly
settle her own affairs without the least dif-
ficult)', and. without any danger to tho
Confederacy.
The Southern States, which are supposed

to have a deep interest in the matter, will
be saved from tho supremo folly of stan-
ding up in defense of so. wicked and dis-
honest, a- contrivance as tho Leeompton
Constitution. The moral power of their
positon will not be awakened by a vain and
useless defense of wrong, when it is per
fectly certain they will gain nothing even
by success in the present attempt.

The extra session of the Kansas Legi-
slature lias done good also, by giving
means to expose aud punish the monstrous
frauds which Lave been perpetrated, and
doubtless, also, by preventing others
which would have been attempted. It
has driven the guilty miscreants engaged
iu thom to become fugitves from justice,
and has rendred it impossible for the peace
of the Territory hereafter to be endangered
by similar occurrences.

In view of these facts and results, I
willingly accept the rebuke coveyed in my
peremptory dismissal from office, but I
appeal to the deliberate judgment of the
people to determine whether I have not
chosen the only honorable course which
the circumstances allow me to pursue.
