STEAMBOAT WltECK.
COMPLKTK I.Oa OF 1 ME " KT. LAWRENCE."'

Yesterday morning about one o'clock,
the steamboat "St. Lawrence" run upon a
ledge of rocks, in backing out from the
Mason City landing, opposite Pomeroy,
where she had stopped to take on coal.

The rocks are well known to river men,
and undoubtedly would have been avoided
by the "St. Lawrence" had nt the wind,
together with a strong current and a dark
night been unfavorable to her proper man-

agement.
There were some passengers on board,

together with a large crew, all of whom
were miraculously saved by the timely ap-

pearance of the "Argonaut." No sooner
had the passengers left the unfortunate
boat, than the cabin split in the middle
and fell with a tremendous crash. She
was about five rods from shore,. and sunk
in about ten- - feet water.

C'apt. R. D. Cochran, her master and
owner, informs us that she was insured in
Pittsburgh offices for $9,000; but her
cash value would be estimated low at 820,-00- 0.

She was loaded down to the guards with
froight, principally glassware, iron, car-

riages and farming utensils, a great por-

tion of. which may be saved, should the
river speedily fall. Her entire cargo was

400 tuns, mostly for Memphis and New
Orleans, from Pittsburgh.

. Corn Planting.
An Illinois farmer, who has boon very

successful in the cultivation of com, gives
the following as his mode of doing busi-

ness: -

', First, by plowing the ground deep-- say

eight inches either in the fall or just
'. before planting. ' If in the fall, drag it
well; or if cloddy, I mark it out with a
light marker, so as to prevent plowing
deep, at a distance of 3 feet 6 inches apart
in rows each way, and putting in from

Jhreo to four kernels in each hill invari-
ably planting between the 1st and 10th
of May. I prefer a double shovel plow,
the first time over my corn. After that,
I perfer the single shovel. I plow about
four limes, and have never failed of a
good crop. Seed corn should always b
saved before frost in the fall.

Amalgamation '.'."
The Democratic editors of Virginia are of

remarkably ensy virtue on the question
of "amalgamation,", when brought about
in a lawful manner Rev. C. F. Crooks,
of the M. E; Church, South, joined a free
negro in marring with awhile woman, in
Fayette county, in that State, after pos-
sessing full knowledge of all the facta in
the case. Subsequently a correspondent
communicated these "facts" to the public
through the columns of the Kanawha Re-

publican, at which the Rev. Mr. Crooks,
A. VV Tyree, and the edi tor of the Kan
awha Yalley Star flare up in a terrible
manner at the indipnity shown to a fateful
act. The Utter feels quite as indignant at
the exposure as Dick Johnson did on a
certain occasion when he made a bold move
to introduce his mustee daughters to fash-

ionable society in Washington City and met
with a rebuff which lasted him the remain
der of his days. These fellows admit, the
bridegroom is one nxteenth part negro, ana
justify the amalgamation on the ground
that by the laws of Virginia a Iree person
is not considered a necrro who ha3 less
than one-fort- b negro lUod, and beyond
that degree is entitled to all the rights and
privilege of white men. They do not
view it in a moral light, but justiiy ihe
marriage upon the ground that the law,
sanctions amalgamation of the races.

Had such a marriage taken place in
the abolition State of Ohio the Rev. gen
tleman who consummated it, although
sanctioned by law, would have been
hooted out of society and no Locofoco
editor would dare to have raised his
voice agaiust the popular indignation.
Bui to judge Virginia society by the
tone of the "Kanawha Valley Star," one
would be led to think "mankind had bro
ken loose from moral bands," and amal-
gamation, which heretofore required the
shades of niarht to conceal from publio
observation, is exposed to the noonday
sun, and justified with all the tact and
talent of the "Star," who, no doubt, is
governed by a fellow feeling." Such
marriages may take place in a lawful
manner, but they should be rare, and
we are much mistaken in the people of
Virginia if their feelings and sentiments
are not utterly at variance with the adop
tion of this custom, and it must be truly
harrowing to their sensibilities to see
amalgamation openly justified in their
public prints.

Forney's Letter to the "Frcss."
Washington, March 1 2th, 1858.

I left Philadelphia on Wednesday on a
hurried visit to some friends here, and
will return, God willing, on this evening's
train, carrying with me this hurried let
ter, whicn must take (he place of my usual
word in the "Press" of What a
difference between March 1857 and March
1(158! I dwell upon" it with surprise and
grief. One year ago the country was full
of content, and nt peace with itself. The
hearts of all our people beat responsively
to a noble inaugural, ard the hands of
men of all parlies were uplifted to support
and to 8treiiarthen our venerable Presi- -

dent. The Democrats were united and
joyous, and gazed hopefully into a tran-
quil and victorious future. The Republ-
icans were dismayed, and new political
combinations were abandoned before the
prospect of a wise and patriotic policy.
Mr. Seward, in the Senate; Mr. Stanton,
in the House, Mr. Greeley, in the "Tri
bune, instead ot preparing new weapons
of attack upon the Administration, were
turning thoughts to those substantial ques-
tions upon which nil men agree in this
happy country. Even the Americans, few
in number, could see no profit in faction,
and were quietly reconsidering their
plans. The extreme South, so npt to
chate into a passion, was as calm ns a
summer's morning Conservatism, in its
very best sense, had taken possession of the
Government. An experienced President,
a sure and sagacious Cabinet, a ready Sen-
ate in session, and a still more willing
House prepa'ing for its new term these
constituted the sterling superstructure of
an enduring condition of national pros-
perity.

And what change has one year pro-
duced? I can hardly believe my senses
that I am writing from the capital of my
country, and that my old friend lie, to
whom I have borne almost filial relations
from my boyhood he to whom 1 have
confided my few hopes and fears he for
whom I dared the fiowns of foes, and for
whom, during four long years in the lower
house of Congress, the patronage in my
gift was fearlessly bestowed, and he knows
how gladly and how spontaneously, too; I
can hardly believe my senses, that trjis is
the City of Washington, and that James
Buchanan is President.

What is the aspect now? One wide
Reign of Terror. A test is erected here,
like some horrid instrument of torture,
upon which Democrats are tried and exe-
cuted for their opinions.

These mercenaries now hold
high service in Washington. I could
name several of them from our own State,
but I forbear for the honor of Pennsylva-
nia. They glory in their shamleless trade.
Broken in fortune, reckless of their own
fame, laughing at conscience in others and
rejecting it for themselves, they swarm
here anxious to earn their, guilty wages.
The most of these creatures, happily, are
the men who have pursued and prose-
cuted the President with the same venom
which they now display toward thoso
who differ from hi Kansas poliry.

It is their vocation to make publio
opinion here against the' Intrepid eentl
ments of the people; to bully in the hotels,
to infest the rooms of members, to
"pump" the new arrivals, to coax lh
doubtful, to intimidate the week, to Bupply
false motives' for honest-differenc- e, to
fill the town with rumors of defection
amorur the friends of the Right, to flatter
nower. and to applaud to the echo of
evrything that f.ilfa from the lips, of great-
ness. Sir," said a wise and good man
to me on one occasion, several years ago,
"The President rarely Iiears the truth.
He is surrounded with sycophants, who

him." - How oftensaya only what pleases
this profound truth is illustrated! It is
said that Frederick, the Great I think
Lord Brougham's short sketch of him
contains the sentiment would sometimes
demand of his ministers to talk to him
boldly; and when they did he would lose
his temper, and beat tuem for their wan-do- r.

There are many good, brave men in

Washington to-da- y who would give their
worst of thoughts the worst of words,
if they had the chance. But the eye
of greatness has no welcome the. ear
of . greatness no hearing for such
men. If they attempt to speak out,
they are turned away or left standing
"alone in their glory." Let me give you
the last instance of the way things are done
here. One of the best men ever sent from
Western Pennsylvania to our State Leg
islature was Maxwell McCaslin. His very
name is a houshold word in Washington,
Fayette, and Greene. Everybody liked

Honest, faithful, intelligent,
and brave, he was a fine specimen of
that Scotish-Iris- h element which has in
fused so manv sterling traits into our
Pennsylvania character.

Well, Maxwell is not over rich; and so,
after having served his constituents with
honor, for many years, he nsked for and
obtained an Indian Agency in Kansas,
about two years ago, from President
Pierce.

bearer in Green county for, I think,
some fifteen years, fighting our excel
lent friend John Li. Dawson, in many a
hard contest, when the latter led the anti- -

Buchanan column in the West. It was
natui al that a man should feel free to
speak the truth w ithout fear, especially to
save his old chief, Mr. Buchanan, from
harm.

Maxwell MoCaslin saw the wicked and
merciless tyranny in Kanzas. His honest
nature revolted at it. He saw the. man he
had labored for about to be damaged by the
authors of this bad villainy. What did
he do? Did he wait to think of himself?
No! Like a man who sees his brother in
peril for Maxwell McCaslin is nbout Mr.
Buchanan a age he rushed in to save
him. He wrote imploring letters from
the Teuitory, telling the powers here,
that they were deceived. He begged
them to halt in their career. He told
them that tho people ot jvansas never
would submit lo Lecompton, and that it
was cruelty to ask them to submit to it.
He appealed to the friends of the Presi
dent to drive off the vermin from that Ter
ritory, who were'here besieging power.

tive.

These letters, written in all the ardor
of old friendship, and in the credulous be-
