Dear-Telegrap- Oladly would we
make these letters of greater intetest.but.in
tlie dull routine of daily business it would
require a more inventive genius thau fell
to the lot of your correspondent, to make
them other than they ore a brief summary
of passing events.

Tlie most important matter yet acted
upon by the House, was the defeat, yester-
day, of the bill repealing the ten per cent,
interest law. I'here was a brief but pretty
fierce discussion of the question. lion.
Mr. Rftnkin, of this city, cme down in the
most savage manner on all money lenders.
He eaid he "would send to the Peniten-
tiary for life, every scoundrel who would
take more IhnnfoUr percent, per annum,"
and more of the same sort. But a major-
ity would not follow 1)19 lead. The bill
lacked six votes of the constitutional ma-

jority and was defeated.
The bill for the of the

State House Board and putting Democrats
into tho places now occupied by the old
Board, bing one of the series of partisan
measures of the last session postponed to
this, was indefinitely postponed. A prom-
inent Democrat made the motion, and in a
very neat little speech, said that there wan
no use in fighting against the people and
the Supreme Court, and the bill was killed
without a struggle to save it. It was of
the same class of those pasfed last win-

ter which the Supreme Court set aside as
unconstitutional. This decision, with the
overwhelming defeat of the party by the
people at the last election, have had a most
happy effect upon the majority. Indeed,
bo far, there seems to be a forgetfulness of
partisanship, and all is harmony. How
long it will last will be known hereafter.
Perhaps when the caucus has had time to
incubate, someth'ng of that kind may yet
be brought forward, but present indica-

tions are that nothing of the sort will . be
attempted.

Considerable excitement has been pro-

duced along the lines of the cabala by the
proposition to sell them. There was a bill
introduced last winter for that purpose,
which passed the House, but, in the Sen-

ate, was postponed to this session, and is
now pending therein. Meetings have been
held in various counties through which

It has
been playing a cute game for some time.
Ever since the election of the Legislature
it has been all for harmony and peace, but
it seems this pacific policy was only for a
purpose. . Douglas 19 safely elected, and
it is no longer necessary to conceal its true
feelings; and hence, in its last issue, 'we
have the following, supposed ta be writ
ten by Douglas himself, which will indi
cate all. tie brotherly feeling existing be
tween the two factions.

t An unwillingness to say or do anything

that might in any possible manner be con-
sidered as tending to embarrass a political
contest in which our friends had a deep
personal interest, ; In for many months
restrained us in that free and candid exi
pression of our judge ment of the act of the
administration of Mr.; Buchanan, that we
would like to have given to our readers.
The action of the Legislature of Illinois
yesterday, has removed the last possible
excuse for silence on our part, and there
fore it ia that we ask the attention., of our
readers for a few minutes this mornings

In 1854, .the 'Kanaa Nebraska' act was
passed.' 'The authcr of that bill became
the object of all the .slander' and villitica-tiort- s

of the Abolitionists and Free Sailers
in all pans af the country. The act'em- -

biaced an application of the greatest prin-
ciple of American constitutional . liberty.
At the time of the passage of that act, and
during nearly two years of the intense ex-
