Kentucky Demoea:l?lc State Convention.
A State Convention of the Democratic
party was held at Frankfort, in that
State, on the 18th inst., which was
largely attended. A long string of res-
olutions were adopted, affirming the|
principles of the ** National Democratic
party,” ratifying the nomination of
Breckinridge and Lane, and most em-
phatically repudiating Douglas. It was
ascertained that Marion C. Taylor, Elec-
tor of the Seventh District, was tinctured |
with Douglasism; whereupon his name
was stricken from the list of Electors,
and the nawe of H. P. Semple, a Breck-
inridger, substituted in his place. The
Electoral ticket had been formed before
the split in the party. On the division, i

Taylor hesi-
tated, and was thrown overboard. Ex-
Grov. Powell, as the leading man of the
party, was present, and took part in the
proceedings, making a long speech
which is fully reported in the Cincinnati
Gazette.

A resolution was passed, empowering
the State Central Committee, as soon,
and as fust as it should be ascertained
that any man on the Electoral ticket, or
any candidate nominated for any office,
or any member of any Districtor County
Committee should be discovered to be in
favor of Douglas, to erase his name and
substitute the name of a “National Dem-
ocrat,”’ to fifl the vacancy.
