FRESH NOTES ON STRAWBERRIES,
AT THE COLUMBUS NURSERY.

Huving received a number of letters

(recently, asking for information about

| different varieties of strawberries, for|
those who intend to make new planta- |
 tions the present seuson, I give you the
'result of another year's observations at
our nursery grounds, where we have
forty or more Kinds in enltivation.—
First, however, I should state that our
=il is & strong clayey loam (limestone),
and our mode of culture is not the best
‘caleulated to produce large berries, so
cmuch as young plants; but as all the va-
‘rieties fare alike, a good opportunity is!
afforded for judging them by compari-
&on.
Large Ewrly Scarl.t—I have hLereto-
fore considered almost indispensable in
levery assortment, for its earliness, and
.other good qualities, and I am not wil-
| ling to give it up yet; but for the past
1two or three seasons it has been excelled
| in most respects, and is likely to be su-!
| pereeded by
| Jenny Lind—This variety originated
\in Massaehusetts a few years since, and |
{ has not yet become very generally dif-
{fused. It ripens with the early Secarlet,
is larger aud fairer fruit, of better flavor, |
| the plants equally hardy and produetive, |
flowers staminate. 1 consider this va- |
| riety more of an acquisition than the
{ much praised Wilson's Albany.
Triumph de Gund is generally a

Prince's Mageate and Globose Scarlet,
{done very poorly—not half frait enough |
| to pay for use of ground, although the!
| plunts were strong and. healthy, one|
{yeur old. The hot sun and dry weather ;

seemed to eause the blossoms to fail. {

Peabody's Scedbing fails utterly, from |
the same cause, or some other, on our
| elayey soil; but on deep and moist sandy |
soils, it produces a fawr crop.

Wilson's Albany hasbeen more praised |
than any other for a year past, especi-
ally for its great productiveness, and for
{ this quality alone it is fully up to the rce-
counnendations; so for a time, at least, it
is likely to maintain quite a ran of pop-
{ ularity with market gardeners, but 1 be- |
lieve 1t will soon be discarded, on ac-
count of the inferior flavor of its fruit,
which is not only sour but has a disagree- |
able tang or after-taste, which leads |
young children even to shun the rows |
of it, and seek other varieties, if to be |
| found in the garden and buyers in the'
markets cannot always remain as igno- |
rimt a8 now of the difference between |
| good and bad varieties of fruits. It may
be, however, that for the making of wine, |
(of which there is some talk.) and for
cooking purposes, this strawberry will‘!
prove as valuable as its best friends!
claim. ]l

Frlpa Rad (MeAvoy's)—This variety |
{ has always done finely with us; berries |
large and handsome, plantseery vigorous, !
hardy and productive, and but for the
acid quality of the fruit, it would rank
among the very hest. Asitis, I would |
only recommend it for cultivation where |
better varieties are liable to fail, and |
sugar is pretty cheap, or for making |
tarts, ete. {

MeAdooy's Superior with us proves in- |
fertor to many others in productiveness |
and appearance, although the fruit is of |
excellent quality.

Longworth’s Prolificis more correctly |
named, and deserving of more notice
thaun ithas hitherto received. All things
considered, we know of none that excels
it as a market variety, for this region.

Burr's New Pine is decidedly our fa-|
vorite as an amateur variety and

home use—all the ladies and children |
are with us in this preference—und T/
notice that committees and ‘individuals |
in many other partsof the country agree |
in pronouncing this the best of all straw- ‘
herries for guality of fruit. It isalso of
goad size, ripens early, plants hardy and
preoductive.  (The fruitis too tender and
juiey for carrying to market.) We feel
proud of this variety as a Columbus pro-
duction, and from having first given it
introduction to the public, through the
Ohio Cultivator, July 1, 1846.

G'enesce—This varicty has heretofore
done finely with us, but this season the
plants standing too thick, it suffered
more from the dry weather than most
others. With better culture and deeper
soil, we saw it doing well in other places,
We count it the handsomest and best of
Ellwanger & Barry's varieties, and de- |
serving of general cultivation.

Hooker s another Rochester variety, |
and deservedly popular. We have had |
it bearing only two years, and have not
fairly tested its productiveness. The
plants seem hardy and vigorous, and the
fruit is of good size, handsome deep
color, and good quality.

Scott's Seedling we place along with
Extra Red-—handsome and productive,
but oo sour for times whensugar is dear,

Hovey's Seedling—Wes have tried
various parts of our ground and different
modes of culture now for five years, in
the hope of making this variety do well,
and for the sake of inducing its origina-
tor to admit that we know something
about strawberries—but all in vain!—
We shall have to go to Boston to getin- |
struction. We have seen it do well at
{ Cleveland, but that was on deep sandy
| soil, and in a moist season; and then the
| fruit was so deficient in flavor that we
could scarce believe it was the same
variety we had tasted elsewhere in a
oood sunny time. And this leads us to
say in conclusion, that no fruit is more
affected by climate, soil %nd seasons
than the strawberry, and writers on this
subject should always keep this fact in
mind.
