We took a hurried trip, last week,
through parts of Meigs, Gallia, Jackson,
and Vinton Counties, and were much
gratified at the profusion of fruit which
everywhere met the eye. Through all
the route the orchards were bending,
and in many instances breaking, under
their loads of fruit. Of apples, there
must be quite enough to supply the de-
mands of the markets, and probably at
reasonable prices. Peaches, too, will be
plenty, but generally they appeared to
be small, perhaps ia consequence of the
overloading of the trees. We passed
many plum trees that were perfectly
blue with their luscious treasure. The
Curculio, that has made such sad havec
with the plums in years past, geems to

have spared them this year, in many
places.
The prospect for corn and potatoes is

the most promising we have seen for
years, and the meadows were never bet-
ter. Wheat, so far as we could learn,
was a fair crop, and the farmers every-
where seemed to be in the way of real-
izing a fair reward for their labor.—
With the abundant crops we hope to see
a revival of trade and business generally.

Of politics, we heard but little. The
most important information we gathered
in that line was at Jackson, where we
