The “Lincoln Wide-Awakes.”

On Tuesday evening last a large num-
ber of Republicans met at the Court-
House “to consider the propriety of or-
ganizing a Wide-Awake Club.” Tt was
soon ascertained that it was “quite
proper,” and highly desirable, as the
house was crowded with anxious volun-
teers, who were desirous of *‘buckling
on the armor,”’ and enlisting in the army
to battle for the right.

After a temporary organization was
offected, the following Censtitution was
adopted:

PREAMBLE.

ArrT. 2. The Association shall, by
meetings held under its direction, by its
goneral influence, gnd the personal in-
fluence of its membevs, seek to attain the
whject et forth in the preamble.

AnrT. 3. The officers of this Associa-

It shall be the duty of the
"I'reasurer to receive and hold the funds
of the Association, and dishurse the
same only upon an order from the Exec-
utive Committee.

Arr. 7. It shall be the duty of the
Executive Committee to guperintend and
control the financial affairs of the Asso-
ciation; to arrange for and collect funds
for the use of the same, and pay the
moneys so collected over to the Treas-
urer, and they alone shall have power to
order public parades, and to make con-
tracts, and they shall exercise a general
supervision over the affairs of the Asso-
ciation. .

AzxT, 8. It shall be the duty of the
Commandant General to call meetings
{for drill, to conduct the same, and to
take command of the Association en
oceasions of public paraae.

Art. 9. Each member shall provide
for himself, at his own expense, a glazed
cap and cape, and lamp.

ArT. 10. 1t shall be the duty of each
member to appear in each forch-light
procession, and in all public parades of
the Association. ]

Arr. 11. SBec. 1. No hoisterous or
digorderly conduct, or unnecessary
demonstration of any kind, shall be al-
lowed.

Sec. 2. Any membeér who refuses or
neglects to obey the commands of the
officers, or whose coaduct is not in ac-
cordance with this requirement, shall be
liable to be expclled from the Associa-
tion.

ART. 12. Any person 18 years of age,
who will maistain and will be governed
by_ this. Constitution, may enroll his
vame upon the list and be counsidered a
niembér.

ART, 13, This Constitation may be
altered or amended by a two-thirds vote
of the members present at a regular no-
tified meeting. :
