on, and a dose of pills was the preserip-
tion for almost every imaginable ail-
ment.

There was an undefined idea that dis-
ease was a material something which had
unaccountably got into a man, and must
be physiced, bled, blistered or sweated
out of him. It was a sort of material
bewitchery, which must be excrcised and
‘east out.

But all this is now bravely altered.—
The mildest means are most popular.
The lancet and blister plaster ave almost
unknown. All the torturing adjuncts
of old-school practice are mainly laid
aside, and Nature, not physic, is relied
upon, while physicians now often boast
how little medicine they give.

Homeopathy has had much to do in
thus changing public sentiment. Ter
mild doses anid measures, and, above all,
the sentiment of mildness breathed in
her practice, and its eminent success,
have inspired people with confidence in
mild measuresand a repulsion to the old
practices. Among those who have con-
tribmted to thischange, Prof. Humphreys
stands pre-eminent. Ilis extensive ad-
vertisements and writings, the very gen-
eral infroduction of his Specific Homeo-
pathic Remedies, and their unquestioned
suceess, have demonstrated practically
the curability of disease by the sugar-pill
doses, while he has gained an enviable
reputation by the success of his system.

Tonds Living when Shut in Plaster for
Years.

“M. Seguin,"” cays The Medical Times
and Gazette, “wishing to ascertain what
amount of truth there is in the mavel-
ous tales told of batrachians being
found living within the substance of
stones, has undertaken some experiments
upon the matter. He inclosed some
toads very firmly in plaster, left them
for"years in the middle of these blocks
of factitious stone. At various inter-
vals he has broken some of these blocks,
and has found a certain number of the
toads alive. One of the animals had
remained thus deprived of air during
10 years, another 12, and a third 15
years. Two still continue inclosed, and
as M. Seguin is very old, and fears that
these two blocks muy be lost to the pur-
poses of science, he offers them to the
Academy of Sciences, in order that it
may hereafter test the truth of the phe-
nomenon. M. Flourens announces on
the part of the Academy its willingness
to accept them, intending, after a verifi-
cation of the dates of sequestration, to
have the plaster broken in presence of a
commission ad hoe.”
