TROY, Sunday, Dec, 30, i860
. Mr. Dear.Sir: South Carolina, after

twenty-seve- n years, Mr. Rhett says
thirty years, of constant and increasing
efforts by her leaders to induce her to
secede, has declared, herself Out of the
Union; and this, too, without the alight
est wrong or injustice done her people
on the part of the Government of the
United States.' Although she may have
seized the re venua cutter, and raised her
treasonable Palmetto flag over the United
States Arsenal, the Custom House, Post
Office, Castle Pinckney and Fort. Moul
trie, she is not out' of the Union, nor be
yond the pale of the United State.
Before she can get out of their jurisdic-
tion or control, a reconstruction of the
Cbc's'to'ttoii must be had, or civil war
ensue. In the latter case, it would ' re
quire no prophet to foretell the result.

It is reported that Mr. Buchanan has
received informally , the commissioners
appointed by the rebels of South Caro
lina to negotiate for thS public property
in the harbor of Charleston," and for
other purposes.' It is also reported that
ths President disapproved the eOrtduct
of Major Anderson, who, being satisfied
that he would not be able, to jS defend
Fort Moultrie with the few men under
