The English don't
waste hull' as much us wo do ; the French not
a quarter, and the Gormaus (while, in Oermu1
ny don't waste utall. ; vi uyfrpevftr'

.'Hundreds of lending hotels throughout 'the
country prepare daily from twenty to fifty dif-
ferent dishes for dinner, and out of these from
a half to We regularly wasted. Tims
not Only is food wasted, hut also labor at the
same time. In ordinary families unwholesome
meals of half a dozen dishes are, gotten up
where a plain meal would at ol.ee bo more
economical and wholesome. We gorge

with great numbers of .articles, which
mo neither nutritious nor delicious, but sim-

ply costly, Men buy four hats a year, where
one ought to Insttlieirt tour years. They throw
a.vay coat and pants when they are but little
the worse- - for wear; and instead of having
their shirts mended and stockings darned, they
purchase new ones and fling awny the old.
Women wear very expensive articles of dross
without weariiiiptthem out ; nnd, wifdiave heard,
are inclined to spend nnd waste money and
material rithout stitit' .' . iii

The present is n most excellent timo for the
whole people to begin to learn nnd practice
(he virtue of economy. If those men who ore
striking for higher wages because of the high
price of living, would instead of this, waste
less in their homes, their clothing and their
" sundries," it wonidbe much better for them-
selves ant the oonntry. If dealers would Hvp
less extravagantly, and waste less, they could
sell more cheaply. If rich men would squan-
der lesB on their tables, their tailors, their

Procure fresh burnt lime, not that nartlv

air slacked The largo lumps are best The
fine portions nnd small lumps will not make
a wash that will stick well, For this reason,
lime that, has been burnt Several months is
not as good as that just from the kiln. Put a
pound or two in a vessel, nnd pour on boiling
water shjwlv, until it is all slacked, and is
about as thick as cream. Then aid cold
1'iiifiwHter until it will flow well from the brush,
Stir often when using. A few drops of blue-
ing added will give it a more lively color.
One or two tablespoonl'ul of clean salt, and

pound of clean sugar to a gallon
oi tne wasii, win mane it more aaneswo, it
the walls have been whitewashed, let them be
swept thoroughly, and if colored with smoke,
wash them clean with soap suds. ' A brush
with long, thick hair, will hold fluid best,
when applying, it overhead. It a person has
the wash of the risrht consistency, and a eood
brush, he enn whitewash a large parlor with
out allowing a drop to tall. W hen it appears
streaked after drying, it is fwo thick, and needs
diluting with cold water. Apply the wash
bacK and torth in one direction, and then go
crosswise, using paint brush nt tie corners,
and a thin piece of board to keep the brush
trom the wood wore, or the border ot the pa-

per. .Coloring rflntter may be mingled with
tho wash, to give it any desired tint To
make a peach blow color; mingle a small
qnnntity of Venetian red: For a sky blue,
add any kind of dry, blue paint, stirring it
well while mixing. To make a wash of a
light straw color, mingle a feworincesof yel-

low ochre, or chrome yellow. The coloring
matter should be quite fine to prevent its sett-
ling to the bottom of the vessel, ,
