; Letters from TnnpoRRec.
Gen. Farnaworth, of Illinois, is in the re-

ceipt of letters from two Union men in the
Tennessee Legislature, which give an account
of affairs in that State.- - From one of these
letters dated January I, 1866, the following
extracts are made: '"If the great Republican
party fail ns now, the war has been in vain.
Tennessee has not yet passed any law to pro-

tect the colored people ia their rights, and
they have no protection bnt anch as is givsn
them by ths Federal Government. I have
heard Mr. Seward denounced ssheing as guil-

ty of treason as Jeff. Pavis. The leading
spirit of the rebels is growing in this state.
J hope the delegation from Tennessee will not
be admitted to Congress until the Legislature
and people agree to do justice; to nil; other-

wise the colored people and the loyal whiles
will be crushed to the wall" From another
letter, bearing date Jim.

From another' letter, dated January 29,
