A Durtv of returned reb'.--l soldiers and their
fri.tnds came to Independence, at the election,
on Saturday Inst, behaved in a most outrage-
ous manner. They threatened and intimida
ted the officers of the election; brought in and
vot.-- illegal votcj, or at least votes that were
not known to any one save 'he Boone county
gentlemen who came with them ; bullied and
abused Union men, nnd made a general dis-

turbance. They were headed by n notorioi s
guerrilla, who, luring the war, prowled around
through the Southern part of Kenton and ad

joining counties. Several citizens who claim
to be respectable, viewed all tneir outrages
proceedings with complacency and satisfac-

tion, and did nothing to prevent them from
abusing Union men, though they could have
prevailed on them to desist if they would.
In fact the Union men think they were sent,
and that those who sent, them enme to see the
work well .lone. There is, in the vicinity of
Independence, a Kiin of young scotindre s

nnd marauders who have been plundering the
Union citizens ever since the rebellion broke
out Houses have been robbed, horses stolen,
fences have been broken down, and crops de
stroyed --all belonging to Union men, not a
rebel sympathizer s property having been in
jured. Not lonz ago. the houses of Mr.

James Metcnlte, itobert Jones ana Jacob
Keeder, nil union men, were rouiieu. i no

latter had been in tho Union a.mv, and had
just returned and got settled down to live
peaceably und comiortiioiy, niter nnving
served his country fuitht'ullv, and is thus bro
ken in upon and robbed by a gang of rebel
thieves. Every one who hires a negro is now
irt danger of losing his life and property.
Even those who retain their freedmen's ser-

vices hy hiring them ore not excepted. A
gans of theso lawless '"regulators," as they
call themselves, visited the house of Mr.

Hume, near Independence, in his absence,
and beat and wounded a negro man, formerly
his slave, and also ran his mother, un old lady,
away from her home. Notice has nlso been
given to several persons having freed men em-

ployed, that they must disoharge them ; and
threats have been made to burn houses and
barns unless their demands are complied
with,

Grand Jury will be aa energetic in hnnting up
these cases, as the last one was in getting up
indictments against the Union men who acted
uider military orders during the war. The
Union men are greatly discouraged. They
h:ivu been told that the n iel soldiers would
return end behave themselves, hnt they are in
many instances persecuting and insulting
Union men. If ome protection is not affor-

ded they will be compelled to sell out and
loave the country. ' Certainly there is some
power and authority somewhere to make these
returned rebels behave themselves. If the
S'ate Courts will not protect the Union peo-

ple, some other remedy should be resorted to.
These outrages are all committed in neigh-

borhoods where there are but few Union men.
or 'where the rebels are in tho ascendency,
and almost invariably where there ttro re-

turned rebel guerrillas nnd soldiers.
