POUBSTAGE.
There 19 great interest manifested in
the =nst on the subject of Postage, and to
the necessity of @ simultaneous uetion on
this sybject throughout the ¢ untry, All
agree in the necessity of a reduction in
postage. 'Phe present rate is too high
and inconvenient; nnd a lower rate, pay-
ments in the federa) currency, is deman-
ded by a proper regurd Lo the greatest
ood of the people,

The plan reconmended by the New
York meeting, us shown by their proceed-
ing, is to redyce the franking privilege,
aad establish a usfform postage of five
cents in advance, on each lettef weigh-
ing not more than half an ounce, and
five cents on every half quuce addition-
ul, for nll distances,

On ncwspapers and periodjeals the
New York Memorin! favors the adoption
ol & uniotm pystage or one half ceaz on
every newspaper, periodical, or printed
sheet conveyed by mail when paid in ad-
vance, and double that sum when not
puid in advance, To do this (the pay~
ment of newspaper poslage in ndvance)
would require an entire change in the
present system of publishing.

The postage on papers should not be
less thun one cent when conveyed out of
the State where published, and nn addi=
tiotul eent on all sheets over a certain
size, and then our mails would not be
weighed down by mgmmoath sheets, no-
vels, and the like.

Newspapers should not be charged
willi pustage, within the counties in which
they ure published, Every country pa-
should insist upon this reform, We find
it difficult enough now to live, owing 1o
the competition of ensteyn printers;—
wnd il newspipers brought 500 or 600
miles, shiould pay only as much postage
as one brought 10 or 15, the country press
would be compelied to stop. I the west
would give that patronnge they now ex-
tend to eustern journals to their own pa-
pers. it would: enable the country press
to issue larger, neator and abler sheots,
The Pittsburgh Gazette in remarking oo
this subject, says:—"T'he presereation of
the mordls &nd liberties of the country
depends on the healthy existence of a
local press seattered all over tlie Gountry,
through the lergth and bredih of the
land. The schema of the New Yorkers
will 1end to Lreak down the local press,
by the competitiaa of the eity pablishers,
with their supérior advantuges, and the
result will be to this country what Parie
is to France, the heart of the nation, and
its pulsations will be felt in every pait.
How long will tha liberties and morals
of the country be preserved insuch a
state of afluirs "
