Agricultual and Practical.

SUGAR MARKING.
The season for making Maple Sugar is near

at hand. - It would be well for thoee who
have maple orchards, to be ready with back-et- a,

pails, and pans, all of which are for sale
cheap, at the stores. A very short time at
the first of the season is important. To begin
early, ia to make plenty of good sugar; and
a dollar saved or made in this way, is as
good as a greenback.

A WORE FOR MULES.
We are glad to see that the nse of mules

for all kinds of hard, rough work is steadily
gaining groond. These animals are not
beautiful or musical, but they are useful and
economical, They are fit for work yonnger
than the horse, since they are put to service
at three years old, though they do not reach
their' maturity until seven years of rge,
Their temper, health, and usefulness de-
pend very much on the manner of breaking
them. The stuborness and obstin-
acy of this animal arises chiefly from the
sbuse he is wont to receive when he is
young, Ha seldom if ever bites or kichs
those who treat him kindly. But the fact is
that the club, whip, nr.d wbiphandle and
boot-to- e are applied to him without mercy';
and yet he ia expected to be always as pa-

tient and gentle as a cow. Amtriwn Agri-
culturist.

THE HEN AND DUCK AS EGG

A paper has been received by the Paris
Academy of Science from M. Comaille on
tha comparative value of the hen and duck
as egg producers. His observations were
limited to three hens and three ducks, sll
fine animals, hatched at the same time in
the month of February. Durin? the follow-

ing autumn the ducks laid 225 eggs; they "f

laying in February, and con-
tinued to do so until the middle of August.
The hens laid no eggs during the autumn,
bat began in January, and left off in the
middle of August. The total of each nt the
end of that time were the hens 2.Y7; the
ducks, 617. M. Comaille next examined the
natritive value of each kind ofegg, and found
them nearly equal in thst respect, Hence
the dnck is more profitable by far thsn tne
hen.

HOW TO TEACH HORSES BACK.
A horse that will not or don't know how

to back, should be harnesred beside one that
is kind and well broken, and hitched to s
lumber wagon, loaded (not loo heavy) with
wood, rails, or anything at hand, that you
may wish to move atd then find in the road
or field, a knoll where the surface is smooth
and frre from stones, and the descent from
one to two rods. Drive the loaded wagon
to the top and after stopping a minute or so,
command your horses to back, pulling steady
bnt firm on the lines. The wagnn being in
a position to start very easy, and being load-

ed will not easily stop sfter it is in motion,
and jour horse, if the harness he good, will
be very likely to back down the hill. After
getting to the bottom ofthe hill, pesk gen-
tly to him. Ba sure to say "whoa" about
the time yon see the wagnn ia going to stop.
Patting him and rubbing your hand over his
head and face, repeat the going up and back-

ing down hill until he knows what it means
to back, and then commence backing the
empty wagon on the level, gradually increas-
ing the load, and yon will soon be able to
back all the load it would be reasonable to
back, not forgetting to pat your horse, rub-

bing Ihe band over the face and head, and
calling him a good fellow, and of ourse he
will act like one. He will soon make up bis
mind that he really is a good fellow, and
of course he will act like one, and will be-

come year friend and willing slave, and do
what he is reqaired to, even bordering on
the impossibilities. v
