Silks intchded for dressshould
nol Lo kept long in the house before they
are made up, as lyiog in the folds will have
atendency to impart its durability by caus-
ing it to cub, particularly ifthe silk has been
thickened by gum. Thread lace vails are
very enstly cut. But dresses of velvet should
not be laid by with any weight above them;
if the nap of a'thin velvet is laid down, it js
not_passible to rajse i!.‘uf alfa.iu. Hard #ilk
should never. be wrinkled, because the
thread is easily broken in'the erease, and it
can never be rectified.” The way to take the,
wrinkles out ofsilk scarfs and bandkerchiefs
is to moisten the surface evenly with a

nlmugemd some weak glue, and thew pin
Lhe

or feather bed, taking pains to draw out the
silk ms tight as poskibile. 'When dry, the
wrinkles will have disappeared. The reason
of this is obvious to every ' person, Bome
%ilk articles should be meistened with weni
‘glue or gum water, and the wrinkles ironed,
ot by a hot flat-iron on the wrong side.—

'l';le Currant.

Compared with its value and the number
of uses to which it is applied, the currant.is
aneglected fruit. *‘The firsl correct record
wir have of the currant as a fruit onder culti=
vation was about A. D. 16(4; but once iutro-
doced it increased rapidly in, favor, and
growing so_readily from cutlings or shoots,
itwas found in thegarden of every siranger.

Every owner of s lot plants a few currant

neglecis tlieir eultivation. Usuplly they
are given A position as elose Lo'the'side of
fence #s possible, and. if they grow l.ndﬁm-
dupee [ruit in abundance; all very well; if
they do pot fruit abundantly, the owner re-
marks that currants do not seem lo do in iny
garden.

No other fruit-bearing plant in the whele
list fruits so well or endures 8o mapy years
under complete neglect as the currant; and
we believe no other fruit bas in itself valu-
able qualities for 46 many uses as the cur-
rant. It thrives in asy soil—shadeorsun-
shine, and if planied in varied exposures
may be had in eating for over two months.
Asa dessert fruit it 1s cooling and grateful
to the stomach, orvamental and attractive
an the table, valuable for its medicinal qual-
itiecs—being used to allay thirst in febrile
complaints, to Jessen am i secrelion
of bile, to dorreet 8 putrid aand scorbutic stale
of the fluids, to sirengthen the stomach and
oxcite appetite. It is used for tarts and pies
when green, tnd can b kept fresh for years
io bottlez.  Ripe, It i not only used as des.
serty but is made inlo jellies and wines, and
can be distilled into braudy.

As a erop for markel planted four by four
feet. the currant yields from one hundred
and fifty to two hundred hushels to the sere;
if sold in market, unu.-ll¥ brings aboul two
dollars a bushel.. Made inlo wine apd the
jroducts sold st two_dollars a gallon, it has
returned over 600 to the acre.—Ohio
Harmer,
