IMPORTANT RULES.
It is a remarkable fact that more deaths

by drowning have taken place duiing the
past year tnan any proceeding one.

To Clear the Throat. Turn the patient
gently on the face, with one wrist under the
forehead ; all fluids and the tongue itself
than fall forward, and thus leave the entrance
to the windpipe free.- -

To Excite Respiration. Replace the pa-
tient on his face. , .

Turn the body gently, but completely on
the aide and a little beyond, and then on the
face, alternately, repealing these measures
deliberately, efficiently and perseveringly,
fifteen times in the minute only.' (This
