s s part of the feat, Weston being privileg-

ed to make five trials, on such days as he
may select, provided he fails in his first at-

tempt. He will be accompanied by two

Mail Robbery at Clyde. On Monday

August 26'.h, Henrt B. Kunckle, a tele
graph operator for the C. D. t E. Railroad
at Clyde, was arrested, charged with rob-

bing the mail at that point On Thursday,
he was brought before United States Com

missioner White, at Cleveland. The Her
ald says of his case:

It appears that the Post Office Department
consigned certain mail bags to a small closet,
in the telegraph othce, at Ulyde, lor tale
keeping until morning, upon the evening of
each day. This closet was secured by a
switch key, and any one gaining access to it
during tbe night had to enter aud operate in
the telegraph office. Many letters were mis-
sing upon this route, but the skiU of the
thief defied detection. All traces of the
crime were so neatly covered up that it was,
and still is, difficult to bring positive proof
showing when and where the letters were
stolen. A boy was arrested in connection
with Kunckle, but haa been discharged. It
has been ascertained that Kunckle carried a
switch key, but no evidence of any of the
robberies could be found upon his person
when arrested. He was observed at one
time to unlock this closet and take a drink
of whisky from a bottle, return the bottle,
and relock the door; but all effor'.s to se-

cure positive proof, fastening the guilt upon
him, broved abortive. As tbe examination
goes on y, new facts may be developed.
