Fuller's work met the general want of a

plain and practical treatise on grape culture.
As it was baaed npon established-principles- ,

at once took rank as a standard work.
Most of the treatises that have appeared
since are nothing more than Fuller modified

and diluted. When the structure and mode

of growth of the vine is once understood,
11 systems of training became plain, and

one may be followed as readily as another.
Mr. Fuller gives this knowledge of the
vine most clearly, and illustrates it so plain
ly that no obe can fail to understand it, and
for this reason his book has become remark-
ably popular, and has not been, nor is it
likely to be superseded by any other work
on the same subject.

We see her first as the
miller's wife, and her husband the miller,
at their mill at Trianon, surrounded by those
she loved with the harmony of a provincial
family. Next she enters Paris when tbe
spirit of revolution is taking its rise; the
people noes: about her carriage and besiege
it Theu follows the conspitacy of Cardinal
Kolian. uer interview with JUirabeau. the idol
of the people, who wag so overcome by her
influence that he retired, declaring, "I will
gave her, I wiil save her." The National
Assembly meets; the bread riots follow, the
monarchy is abolished; tne Kmc torn from
his family, is condemned aud beheaded: the
executioner dies of remorse; the guillotine
becomes busy from morning until night; the
queen, cast into prison, suiters tbe most
cruel treatment, attempts to escape, and is
taken to the scafiuld. The young prince is
treated with equal cruelty, but escapes.
