The question

of extendiug the right of suflrage to

Progress of Reconstruction.
It may be of use to recite briefly the.

steps that have been taken--i- the mat
ter of Reconstruction, so far as author
ized by the acts of Congress, and those
that have yet to be taken before Recon

struction is complete :

First. Congress provided for a reg
istration of voters in the Southera
States. This has been accomplished.
s Sccoho. Congress ; provided . for
elections in those States, in which' the
registered' YOlers were to' ! vote for or
against' Conventions to frame new Con
stitutions, and at the samo time for Del
egates to such Conventions. , These
elections Lave all been ordered, and
most of them have been held ; all, ao
far, deciding in favor" of the Conven-
tions. Virginia, Mississippi, Louisiana
and Georgia have toted and the Con-

ventions have been called. All the
Conventions are to be held within sixty
J .1 .1 a' 'uaya alter me elections. , : ,

Third. When the Conventions meet
they are to frame Contstitutiona and
civiLgoversmenU according to the pro
visions of the two Reconstruction acts.
What that is will be seen by reference
to the fifth section of the Reconstruction
act; which requires that the reformed
Constitutions shall bo "in conformity
with the Constitution of the United
States in all respects;" and that they
shall secure the elective franchise to' all
persons who were electors under the
previous registry. Briefly, the Consti-
tutions are to declare general suffrage.

Fourth. After the Constitutions
shall have been framed by the Conven
tions they are to be submitted to the
registered voters, within thirty days, for
their adoption or rejection,

Fifth. If more than half the votes

cast in each Slate are in favor of the
adoption of the Constitutions, copies are
to be transmitted to the President, who,
in turn, must transmit them to Con-

gress.'
Sixth. If Congress approve Ihe

Constitutions, the States can go on and
elect Legislatures; and when the Leg-

islatures have ratified the Amendment
to the Constitution of the United States,
giving equal legal rights to all citizens,

then military interference in those States
is to cease, and their Senators and Re-

presentatives will be admitted to' seats
ia Congress. .
