Wlien the merchant prince of New
York conférs in the same hour with his
correspondents at London, Paris and
Vienns, and the markets of American
stocks and breadstuffs are regulated by
the reports of prices at all the European
capitals on the same morning, it be-
hooves us all to be well informed as to
foreign politics and affairs generally.
In this article will only be given, &
brief resume of recent events in one of
|the leading Nations, of Europe.

Russin, the colossus whose empire
embraces half the areaof Europe, sub-
sequently to the emancipation of her
{serfa suffered from internsl convulsions
that threatened the entire overthrow of
the old social order of things. The
Russian aristocracy, with its vast estates,
in many cases as isolated as independ-
ent kingdoms, with great numbers of

I

| serfs, reviving again all the characteris-

tics of the fandal baronies of the Mid-
dle Ages, could not give up the power
that was so dear to them without a
severe struggle.  Serfs, in many cases
possessed of less intelligence than the
average of Southern negroges, knew not
how at first to discharge the duties and
appreciate the imperial gifts of freadom.

| Fields were deserted, workshops closed,

and misery and discontent were every
whera rife. The nobility saw in the
change the vast shadow of coming
democracy, pauperism for themselves
and the future overthrow ef the im-
perial throne. ’
The Emperor Alexander almost alone
dared to breast the storm and avert ils
furv from the Nation. The power he
inherited from the great Nicholas was
almost as absolute as the will of the
deity and the espeonage of the Russian
police made Lhe ruler master of the
most secret thoughts of the people. At
once head of the State and Sovereign
Pontfl of the Church, Alexander had
but to decree the measures of his policy,
and howevar distasteful it might be, his
command carried with it a sacred sane-
tion and a terrorism that awed all hearts
into at least a semblance of submission.
'The penalty of violated Russian Law,
that law being the creature of the im-
perial brain, has always been the knout
with its leathern thongs buried in yuiv-
ering human flesh or else the snows and
ice fields of Siberia.
A wise ruler, however, never relies

Lwliolly upon tarror and force as execu-

tive agents. So the CUzar sought for
the new state of things such vast and
granitic foundationsevolved from justice
and human rights, as should sustain
the structure of {ree society even should
the strong hand be withdrawn from its
support.

It has been admitted by the greatest
jurists of England and America that
the best government in the world is an

Jabsolute monarchy iff administered by &

wise and good man, for the reason that
under the “one man power " reforms
cait be consumated almost as soon as
planned, and a century -of agitation
with its innumerable Losts of babbling
demsgogures is rendered unnecessary.
Americs agitates the slavery question
for three-fourths of » century through
all the gamut of partisan, strife and

' | bitterness, spends %3,000,000,000, aud a

million of precious lives, loses by as-
sasination her President, tayes all the
future for the expense, frees her slaves,
and yet has more poison left upon the
political stomach than the physic of a
brace of Presidential contests can re-
move. Alexander of Russia issues his
Ukase from his Winter Palace appoint-
ing the Year of Jubilee, and when the
hour of National new birth comes 40,-
000,000, serfs become frea. Now for
the wise measures taken lo assure to
tham Lhe possession of their rights.

Every effort. of Henry VII. of Eng-
land, and Lenis XI. of France to
‘humilate the nobility tended to elevate
the middle and lower classes, to higher
rauk in the State and a closer ‘relation
to the crown. Peter the Great atlempt-
ed the same policy in Russia, and tha
fierca Tailor Bayards wers then lirst
made to understand their obligation to
society, and to the throne. The Cfri-
mean war did more than a hundred
years of peace, could have done to an-
ite the populations of the vast eu:;rira

| | #rid bring them inta' secial aud com-

' | mercial communication with each other,

and the Bayards had to contribute such

‘| vast sums to the needs of the Gavern-

ment that they were unable to resist
subsequent imperial measures, how
ever distasteful they might be.

On his accession to the throne, Alex-
ander made haste to conclude peace
with the allied armies aud to develop
in Europe the diplomatio skill in which
Russia Bas always excelled, and in Asia
the policy of conquest which has al-
ready nearly reached the confines of
Persia. Now came Emancipation and
after ita forcible division of lands in
smali farms among all the freedmen,
thus providing permanaently for the in-
dustrial prosperity of the people.

All Europe trembles secretly beneath
the shadow the greal Cossack as il asks
the (uestion when will the Crar pos-
sess Constantinople and from the Bos-
phorus dictate terms o the werld;
France and Austria have just renewed
solemu vowsto protect the Porte ngainst
all comers and England both by inter-
est sfid treaty is bound to the same po-
licy she fought for in the Urimea. The
late visit of Francia of Austria ia Paris
was toadd solempity to'the treaty, and
to hold in check Gorlchachoft who
but a fow weeks bafors threatened Turk-
ey with war, Russia’s note demanding
that Tuyrkey sliould.commence the pro-
cets of her own disintegration, give up

o

Creta and the Christinn Principalities
and change her entire internal policy.

Poland as # separate kingdom as an
element of chronic revolution and in-
brigue is forever lost, swallowed up in
Russia, while her nobility the most
tyranical and corrupt in the world, is
prostrate, and the lower clusses com-
mence their progress upward in the
scale of being. In case of a war for
the conquest of Turkey Russia can re-
ly upon her own perfect national com-
pactoess and perhaps the alliance of
Prussis, and the sympathy of the 16,-
000,000, Greek subjects of -the Sultan.
Pruesia however will hardly add to the
already portentious greatness of Russia,
unless the Czar gives her undis({-nted
possession of Sonth Germany and the
utter destruction of Austrin as one of
the Powers of Burope. Opposed to
Raussis in such a war would be Eng-
land, France, llaly, Austria, and possi-
bly most of the minor Powers.

A horse hitched to the end of a rope
over a pulley one foot in diameter
placed over a deep well, traveling at the
rate of about 2§ miles per hour, or 220
feet per minute, will draw up 150 Ths
the same distance he ‘lravels. The
forea thus exerted is called,in mechan-
ics, “‘horse-power,” it being an approxi-
mation to the average amountof cop-
tinuous powerit is fair to demiind of &
strong horse If we multiply the weight
raised (150 pounds) by the mumber of
feet it was moved per minule- (320,)
the product will be the number of
pounds which the same pewer would
raise one foot high in the same length
of time (33,000 pounds.)
