Trotiing Horses.

A writer in the Atiantic Monthly for
May says that nearly all the great trot-
ting horses of America bave come of
one blood—thal of Msssenger, an Eng-
lish horse, imporled in 1788, whose
value in the improvement of the horses
of the country iz estimated at the
enormous figure of $100,000,000. The
writer them goes on to mention the
mosl famous American trotting horses,
and to give a brief summary of all the
more important trotting races. He says:
Trotting horses have increased in
value even mors rapidly than in num-
bers or speed. Since 1830 the increase
has been aboul one hundred per cent.
every ten years. The amount paid by
Mr. McDonald, of Baltimore, for Flora
Temple in 1858, %8,000, represents the
value of the hest trotting horse bred in
the country up to that date. In 1802,
Mr. Bprague, of Rhode Island, paid
£11,000 for Californin Damsel. Mr.
Bonner paid #13,500 for the Auburn
Horse in 1864; 225,000 for Young
Pocahontas in 1866; and £33,000 for
Dexter in 1867. The great stock horse
of Orange county, Hambletonian, was
valued in 1866 at £100,000. Itis now
no unusual thing for fast trotting horses
and fine stock horses of Lthe best trotting
blood, to sell for amounts varying from
ten to twenty thousand dollars

Fish Culinre.
