The Earthquake at New
Madrid Missouri.

This phenomenon, which occurred
in the Mississippi Valley during the
winter of 1311-1- has been calied to
the recollections of agad citizens by
the recent convu sion of nature in
California. The accounts given at the
time state that the land, both above
and below New Madrid, was sunk
several feet and covered with water.
The shocks were accompanied by loud
explosions, and chasms were opened in
the ground, from which volumes of
water and steam were discharged.
Islands in the Mississippi river were
sunk and the current of the stream
was driven back for several hours, for
a distance cf eighteen miles, and over-

flowed the adjacent land. About one
half of New Madrid county and the
village of New Madrid were submer-
ged, one of the lakes formed being
sixty miles long and several miles wide.
The earth arose in great undulations,
and when they reached a certain
height, the soil burst and vast columns
of sand, water and a substance resemb-
ling coka were thrown out It m3y be
recollected that during the rebellion
the Union forces turned the position of
island In o. 10 on the Mississipi river,
by the coL&tiuction of a canal in one
of the chasms formed by the earth-
quake of 1811, below New Madrid.

Earthquakes are said to be very
common in a region of country embra
cing; south-easter- n Missouri, northern
Arkansas and the Indian territory.
Amon2 the Ozark mountains there are
several extinct volcanoes, and one is
said to have shown symptoms of activ-
ity within tho last threa years. The
hot springs in the Indian territory are
coutiunally exhibiting connection with
the internal ares of the earth. .

Making Sauerkraut.
As several ladies, within the past

two weeks have desired us to
our recipe for making this much-esteem-

dish by many persons we
hereby comply with their request, in
order that it may be in time for this
year's. crop of cabbige3. It is this:

In the first place, let your "stand,"
holding from half a barrel to a barrel,
be thoroughly scalded out; the cutter,
the tub and the stimper also well
scalded. . Take off the outer leaves of
the cabbage, halve the head, remove
the heart, and proceed with the
cutting.

Lay some clean leaves at the bottom
of the stand sprinkle with a handful
of salt, fill in half a bushel of the cut
cabbage, stamp gently until the juice
just makes its appea ranee, theu add
aoother handful of salt, and bo on un-

fit the stand is full Cover over with
cabbage leaves, place on the top a
clean board fitting the space pretty well,
and on top of that a stone weighing
twelve or fifteen pounds. Stand away
in a cool place, and when hard freezing
comes on, remove to the cellar. It,
will be ready for use in from four to
six weeks. The cabbage should be
cut tolerably coarse. The Savoy
variety makes the best article, but it
is only half as productive as the Drum-
head and Flat Dutch. Germmtowm
Telegraph.
