Agrionltnure in Germany.
‘From the special German co -
ident of the lowa Homestead, mip
ithe following picture of farmning in some
parts of Germany :

“The fields of grain will compars wall
as s to size, with an ordinary city
lot. Indeed, many of them, are much
smaller. Perbaps two_ by eight rods
twould be their aversgs size. This, of
couree, vefers 1o the fertile plains, where
the entire sarface’ v undor cultivation,’
and not to the bighlanda that are ap-
propriated to ralsing -limber, or o
pasturage. Little corner stopes mark
the boundaries of these small farms and
lots. - T think that the object of thus
dividing mto such small lots is to seciire
a better opportinity for a regular and
syslomiic ralaGon ‘of trope. - Side by
side, with only a desp farrow batwaen,
one sees there little patchies of wheat,
oats, bariey, peas, potstoes, ste.
