They were very
bright, intelliget.t children, and give their
names aa Mary E. Eornback, Leonard Horn
back, and Rosalie Hornback.sged respective
ly twelve nine aad four years, bat said the
name of tbe man who had left them was

Smith, andr that he wa their step-fith-

They also stated that before he brought them
from heme he had taken their moiher to see

a married daughter of be. whom he repre
sented ss having been injure I, and de ired to

see her. He returned wi hout her, telling
them he would take them to her. They

knew no better until he left them at Clyde

From subsequent developement, it appears
they wen from Sullivan county. New York,

and that the men Smith, after inducing the
mother to go with him, bad taken her along
a secluded road, and murdered her.

The murder waa discovered in thia wise
A eolered man riding along the road near Al
UgerviHe, in Ulster county, discovered a ha

nan being in the ditch beside the road, and
throwing ita arm about wildly. Frighteped
he went to the first hou.e, and obtainimg
help went back and d scovered it to be a wo

man, alive, but insensible. Evidently she
had been there seme hours, as the grass was

beaten down by her arm. A large aton",

covered with blood and matted hair,lay near
by in a pool of blood, and nrar it two small
stones clotted in like manner, and seemed to
have been employed in the murderous deed,

The woman bad struggled some distance
from the SDOt where she bad received the
wounds. A bullet bole pierced her cheek
and indicated she had first been shot. She

was conveyed to the house, assistance procu
red, but she remained nnconaioos, and died

on Tuesday evening, Nov. 17tb, two dsy

after being discovered.
