WASHINGTON LETTER.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Sept. 17.1869.

The death of Senator Fesaenden was ob-

served here by the closing of the Treasury
Department on Saturday, the day of the
funeral.

Singular Horticultural Experiment.
We desire to invite the attention of our

agricultural exchanges, and of other interest-
ed, to the following very singular horticul-

tural experiment recently successfully made
here and of which we were personally a wit
ness.

An intelligent young lady in this town,
well known to many of our readers, was told
that if, on the first of August, she plucked
all the leaves from a lilac, it would pat
forth fresh blossoms and leaves the same
season.

Accordingly, on the second of August, the
first being on Sunday, she did pick from a
yonng lil ic its entire foliage, and the tree
has not only put forth new leaves bnt blos-

soms, one of which we gathered this very
morning, September 16lh.

We presume the phenomenon is explained
on the well known principle that a tree, 10

wounded as to seriously threaten its exist-
ence, immediately develops flower and fruit
or seed buds, and the stripping of the Lilac
produced this effect.

Whether the tree will bloom again next
spring, and whether it will be able to sustain
the severe drain npon its roots remains to be
seen. Bucynu Journal.
