NEW GOLD MINES.

Great Excitement in San Bernardino,
California.

We have always contended that
our county, if toroughly prospected,
would be found to contain a greater
variety and richer minerals than any
other in the State, and that it only
needed the advent of the hardy pros-
pector to verify the fact. Since the
publication of our article in April
last many rich discoveries have been
made, both in gold and silver, lead
and tin, but within the last two
weeks mines have oeen discovered
that eclipse anything in point of
richnes3 that has been found since
th,e discoveries near San Diego last
Spring. About forty miles in a
southeasterly direction from San
Bernardino, gold quartz veins have
been discovered that show free gold
in great abundance. Mr. Stamps,
an old '49 miner, and a small party
left the San Diego mines some two
or three months ago and commenced
prospecting this way, taking the
mountain ranges that lead toward
"Old Baldy" or San Bernardino base
line, with but little success until,
upon arriving at the mountains of
San Jacinto, they discovered a small
quartz vein outcropping containing
free gold. The vein was only about
three inches wide, but extremely
rich. They at once commenced
sinking a shaft nd as they sunk
down the vein widened, and at the
depth of about 12 feet it was 12
inches, and widening, showing
a good wall with clay cas-
ing. An arastra was at once
erected, and from five or six
hundred pounds of rock upwards of
$300 worth of gold was extracted.
Since that time other veins have
been found in the vicinity. The
news of this discovery flew like wild
fire through the town, and men in
wagons, and men on horseback, and
men on foot have, during this week,
flocked to the El Eorado. None of
them have returned up to the time
or going to press, but we will give
our readers further particulars when
we receive them. Gold quartz veins
have also been found within the past
two weeks in other parts of the coun
try, and in the "Squaw" they are
sinking a shaft to develop it as also
in the claim adjoining.

For many year3 past there has
been a legend or tradition among
the Californians and miners that
a silver mine existed in the surround
ing mountains, from .which the old
Padres in times past has extracted
fabulous sums of "plata," but the
locality of tlie mine was forgotten,
and although from vague informa-
tion many adventurous miners had
spent their time and money in trying
to trace it out, it was in vain. A
short time ago some Californians
found a very rich silver float rock, but
could not find the lead or vein from
whence it came. They informed Dr.
Barton and Wm. McCoy of the fact,
and on Sunday last they, in company
with Charles Clusker and Mr. Lisle,
proceeded to the spot where the float
ock was found 10 miles in an easter

ly direction from San Bernardino.
Arriving at the spot they pro-

ceeded in a systematic manner to
prospect the mountain. Their ef-

forts were after a time rewarded with
success. Charlie Clarke struc'i a
well-define- d tiail leading into the
mountains, which he followed, and
soon came upon a road well graded
and built oflarge stone, evidently
with care, which, following, brought
him to the old Jesuit mine.

Here at last was the mystery
ankWI t.hn truth established that
in the old times, years ago, men had
been engaged in mining. The re-

mains of an old shaft were found,
partly filled in, but showing marks
of the pick and gad. The party at
once proceeded to clear away some
of the rubbish, and soon obtained
quite a lot of the ore, which is rich
enough to satisfy the heart of the
most rapacious miner assaying
fram $000 to $1,000 per ton. This

.mine has been called the Jesuit and
another close by the old Padre,

district named the San Jacinto Min-
ing District a mining code of laws
framed, and preliminary steps taken
energetically to work the lodes.

"All About the War."
Spain wants a King if in-

deed she really knows what she
does want The rich old blood of
her royal family had at the close of
the seventeenth century run down to
so thin a consistency that the suc-
cession created a war between Eng-
land, Austria and Holland, on one
side, and France, Bavaria and North-
ern Italy on the other.

The warasted eleven years and
was attended with great loss of men
and treasure and all about the suc-
cession to the throne of Spain.
France and Austria then attempted
to place a Bourbon on the Spanish
throne, and after fighting eleven
years a Bourbon king was acknow-
ledged by the powers rn the, treaty
of Utrecht 1713.

of Spain? v

The Queen recently abdicated in
favor of her son, the Prince of the
Austrias. This has strengthened the
cause of the old Bourbons, and the
French are supposed to have been
at the bottom of the movement
Still, the Prince is unpopular in Spain
The Prince is but thirteen years
old, and his accession would virtu-- . .

ally continute the Government in the
hands of some one of the powerful
leaders until the King's majority.

Another candidate is the Duke of
of Madrid, who has assumed the
title of Charles the VII. He is
grandson of Don Charles brother of
Ferdinand VII, and would have
been heir to the throne had not thfe
Salic law been suspended in favor of
Isabella. The Duke is weakened
by being bound to a rigid policy in
both Church and State. ' . "

Another candidate has just ' been
sprung in the person of Prince Leo-
pold, of Hohenzollern, who is obnox-
ious to Austria because he is a Prus-
sian, and also because he is descend-
ed from a cousin of Queen Hortense,
daughter of Josephine and mother
of Napoleon III. In spite of this
kinship, Napoleon objects to him be
cause he is a Prussian.

It is said that the candidature of
this Prince is the result of Bismark's
policy; but our dispatches announce
that Prussia denies having had aught
to do with it and that the embar
rassment is none of her funeral.
Ominous military movements by
Austria and France are announced,
and the exchange is tremulous with
apprehsion ofanother war on account
of the Spanish succession.
