That prior to the war the senti
ments ot I nomas were generally in accord
with those which prevailed in Virginia, and
that ho strongly reprobated many of the opin
ions ana mucn ot tne conduct ot Northern
politicians, were facts well known to his friends
and always frankly avowed by himself. That
in the winter of I860 '01 he contemplated the
resignation of his commission, we have ne
proof except the declaration Fitzhagh Lee.
But it would not be in the least surprising or
inconsistent; if, at that time, it seemad to him
more than probable that disunion would be
accomplished, and the army dissolved by po
litical action ana witnout war. Should that
happen he must perforce abandon his profes-
sion and seek some other employment.

invading without a murmer his native State,
and commanding his men to put down forcible
resistance by the musket.''

This just and masterly analysis is more than
sufficient to settle the whole controversy. But
I canrot dismiss the subject without opposing
to his slanderers the stainless shield of 1 nom
as himself bis own unimpeachable words, re
corded by colonel A. L. Hough, his confiden
tial aid at the time they were spoken. Uol
Houeu save:

"A slander upon the General was often re-

peated in the Southern papers during and im
mediately subsequent to the rebellion. It was
inven unon tho authority of prominent rebel
omcers, and not denied by them. It was to
the effect that he was disappointed in getting
a high command in the rebel army he had
snusht for, hence his refusal to join in the re-

bellion. In a conversation with bim on this
subject, the General said this was an entire
taoricauon, not naving an atom oi iounuauon
not a line ever d between him and tb
rebel authorities ; they have no genuine letter
of his, nor wa- - a word spoken by bim to any
one that could even leaa to such an inference.
He defied any one to produce any testimony.
written or oral, to sustain such allegation ; he
never entertained such an idea, for his duty
was clear to mm rrom tne Deemning.

Among these utterances of General Thomas
one brief sentence, simple ana suoiime, is an
ipitome of his character and me. it is th.s:
'My duty was clear from the beginning of the

war!"
It is not enongb to compare the conduct of

Thomns at this trying period with that of
Northern omcers who remained true to the
Sag. The real measure of his merit is found
by comparine him with such men as Lee and
Johnston. We have seen that on the 20th of
April, Robert E. Lec resigned his commissions
and on the same day wrote to a relative wonls
which will remain torevcr as tne most verita
ble picture of bis character. He said:

"The whole South is in a state of revolution
into which Virginia, after a long struggle, has
been drawn; and though I recognize no neces-
sity for this shite oi things, and would have
forebome and pleaded to the end for redress
of grievances, real or supposed, yet in my own
person I had to meet the question whether I
should take part against my native Slate.
With all my devotion to the Union, and the
feelings of loyalty and duty of an American
citizen, I have not been able to make up my
mind to raise my hand against my relatives.
my children, and my home. I have therefore
resigned my commission in the army, &c'

Lee here avows the devotion to the Union,
his feelings of loyalty and obligation as an
American citizen, and declares that there was
no necessity for the rebellion and vet. after
these confessions and declarations, which sur-
render utterly and forever all grounds for the
justification of his conduct he abandons his
government ana oners nis swora to lrginia
and to that rebellion which he neither justi-
fied nor approved. His example was immedi
ately followed bv hundreds ot Southern officers.
Every officer of his old regiment from tie se
ceded states, save two, joined the rebellion
Thomas was one nf the two. Like Lee, he
deplored the suicidal strife, and deuied the jus
tice or necessity oi reociuon. iise iee, ne
was warmly attached to the family and friends
to V lrgimu and her glorious traditions.

1 here was one thing in Lee s conduct which
would have been impossible to Thomas's ma--
tare. though L,ee wrote his resignation Apnl
20, it was not accepted by tho Secretary of
w ar till the Joth, and the letter of the Adiu
tant General informing him of the acceptance-
was not written till the 27th. Yet on the 23d,
Lee accepted the appointment of Major Gen
eral froni the rebel Governor of Virginia, and
the same day issued a general order assuming
command of the military aud naval forces of
that state, whicn lorces, live days before, bad
attacked the troops of the United States at
fiarrxr e i Birr, and also at the Gosport navy
yard, and were at that moment levying war
