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EDITOR JOURNAL:

Since writing my last, all has been
peace and quiet and the excitment
over; there is a general disposition
to acquiesce in the results of the
election, for above all things the peo
ple of this State seem to desire a re
turn of the of law and
order.

All over the country the smoke
and steam arising from the sugar
nouses indicate the inauguration of
the sugar making season. This is
the busy time with planters. There
is much to do and only a limited
time to do it Already the un-
usually early frosts and freezes, have
injured the cane. At any time af-
ter the first of December it is liable
to be totally destroyed, by a hard
freeze, that is, a freeze which will
make ice as thick as a pane of win-

dow glass. Frozen cana will not make
sugar, and only an indifferent quality
of syrup.

Ihis busy time reauires the la
bor of every hand in the county, both
white and black, and the nlantera
themselves labor in their sugar hous-
es from earlr morn nnt.il lnt at
nightandfreauentlvdurincthe whola
night While they are grinding
and boiling, tho flres are kept up
continuously by two,sets of hands,
who alternate, one set working while
the other sleeps. There will be a
large yield of sugar this year, the
cane crop being good and the number
or acres planted being largely in ex-
cess of any previous year since the
war. The frosis have killed the
leaves of the cotton plant, and where
the cotton has not been recentlv
picked, the fields look almost as
white as snow, presenting a very
beautiful appearance. There is a
great deal of cotton which will not
be gathered at all, for want of labor-
ers, every available hand being in
the sugar mills and cane fields. Ne
groes who have cultured fields of cot
ton for a share of one half, cannot
be restrained from leaving their crop
in the field, where they could make,
or save, $3 00 a day, and engaging
in sugar making at 11.50 a day,
working fifteen hours out of the
twenty four. I have seen white wo-
men, a widow and her daughter;
who before the war, would have
scorned to have carried a pitcher of
water to their rooms, in their de-
serted fields, picking the cotton
which had been cultivated by ne-
groes, who had abandoned the fruits
of their entire summer's work; leav-ing-th- e

land owners to loose, not
only the use of their lands, but also
the use, wear and tear, and feed-
ing of their teams, and also rations
of meal and pork and other advanc-
es, made during the season to the
negroes. These women were com-
pelled to perform this Labor, or be
reduced to want Very many plan-
ters who are not able to hire an over-
seer, and who cannot employ many
hands, work in the field, the cotton
gin and the sugar house, along with
the negroes. Thev are compelled
to accept the situation, whether wil-

ing or not With the women it is
no better. Many of them, who have
lived in affluence all their days, and
who are now abundantly able to have
servants, do their own work, for the
reason that tney cannot procure
servants.

During the heat of July and
August, the negro women refuse to
irork for any price. In the winter,
Tf iiea Hi a ia comfortable, servants
are plenty, but even then at a high
price, $10 to $12 a month, with
board and lodging, and pickings
irom the table sufficient to feed their
families. The greater part of these
white women, and true to woman's
nature, heroic, patient and uncom-
plaining. A person who knew noth-
ing to the contrary, would be sure
that they had been accustomed to
labor, and inured to the toil and
cares of housekeeping. I have dined
at houses when there were no ser
vants, and at others where there was
but ne, and have been well enter
tained, the dinner being well pre
pared and handsomely serv ed. These
southern women, in some cases not
only do their own housekeeping, but
also their washing and ironing, a
part of the time.

This condition of things brings
them into clearer sympathy with the
women who come here from the
north, and with their social habits
and ideas of labor; and they form
social relations much more readily
than they would have done in the
olden time, when all labor was con
sidered disgraceful to any one but a
slave. Although they still affect to
hate the "Yankee," they are rapidlv
adopting yankee habits, in the man-
agement of their affairs, and both the
men and women look to the recon-
struction of society, and to the es
tablishment of civil, political and do
mestic institution! and relations
upon a northern basis, as the only
means of bringing a return of pros
perity to the the people and to the
state. It is wonderful to see with
what respect they now look upon la-

bor, for here labor controls capital,
and holds the destiny of the people
completely in its power. Northern
men who oversee their own planta-
tions, and labor in the fields with
their hands, are treated with respect
and consideration by the whites.
The colored man looks upon him as
his equal, and has nothing like the
respect for him than he has for the
lazy Cajan, who lies in bed until 9
o'clock in the morning, and hunts
and fishes while his business and his
fields are neglected. Some of the
wealthier men, who were not ruined
by tho war, still keep up an attempt
at the olden style. Their yards and
houses are filled with servants, tney
assume to be very arristocratic, and
their wives-an- d daughters affect to
be very exclusiye. But they only
serve as landmarks to show where
the current of the great river

flowed, and they they will soon be
buried in the sands and debris

by the passing years.
An aristocracy of slave owners will

succeeded by an aristocracy of
wealth, where a man's standing will

measured, not by the number of
his slaves but by the amount of his
money, stocks and bonds; and Labor,
will not be considered

that it puts money in the purse
Society here, like politics, is com

pletely disorganized, and presents
many peculiar phases. Necessity is
the higher law which controls, and
before which fixed habits and lon
seated prejudice must succumb. To
get money, and to get it by personal
exertions, or live in poverty are the
alternatives presented.

An effort is now being made, and
is cordially supported by the best
and wealthiest citizens of this parish,
to establish a commercial and indus-
trial school, where the young men of
the country may be educated for
useful employments, and no longer
be permitted to grow up in idleness

nu dissipation. This is a good
niove in the right direction, and I
nope it will succeed. It is not the
fe8if.a r the founders of this school
to fill the minds of its pupils with
the useless literature of bygone ages,
and then to turn them out into the
world wholly unprepared for any
useful purposes of life, but to in-
struct them practically ia useful arts
and trades. Instead of learin the
dead Greek language, they are to
learn to keep books, make shoes,
brooms, furniture, agricultural im
plements, and to be taught civil en
gineering, mecnanics, mathematics,
fcc. There arc fine openings in this
state for good school teachers, who
arejpaid much higher wages than at
the north, to teach either in private
or in the public schools. The fu-

ture of the south is full of promise.
For a few landed aristocrats, many
slaves, and a scattering population
of "poor white trash" wilL within
ten years, be substituted a popula-
tion of thrifty enterprising, laboring
free men, who will make of this coun-
try what it was designed to be: the
garden spot of America, the home
of industry, arts, literature and
science, and of unebounded wealth.J. K. HORD.

In 1820 42 years ago this sub
ject was before congress, and. we
were discussing it I was trying to
show to the farmers of the country
that they were purchasing foreign
agricultural productions In the form
of goods, while they leave their own
produce at home without a market
I said Ohio, Indiana, and Kentucky
sent their hay-stack- cornfields and
fodder to New York andPhiladelphia
for sale.

Mr. Wicklille, of Kentucky, jump
ed up and said:

" hy, that is absun., itI call the gentleman to order. He is
stating an absurdity. Wc never send
haystacks or cornfields to New York
or Philadelphia."

'Well, 1 saic vhat do you send?'
