n B vitals the mothers followed. Wagon
after wagon was sbandoned, and
strong men tottered, and raved and
died. After a week's wandering, a
dozen survivors found some water
in the hollow of & rock in the moun-
tain. It lasted but a short time,
when all perished but {wo, who es-
caped out of the valley and followed
the trail of their former companions.
Eighty-seven families,with hundreds
of animals, perished here, and now,
after twenty-two vears, the wagons
stand stili complete, the iron works
and tires are bright, and the shriv-
eled skeletons lie side by side—
Springfield Republican.

b How BHdgar A. Poe Died.

The true story of Poe's death has
never been correctly told. Itis this:
In the summer of 1849 he left New
York for Virginia. In Richmond
hie met Miss Elmirs Shelton, whom
he had known in Lis youth, renewed
his acquaintance, and, in a few weeks
they were cnguged to De married.
He wrote to his friends in the North
that heshould pass the remainder of
his life iIn Virginia. where the hap-
plest days of his youth had been
spent. Eatly in October he set out
from Riehmond to fulfill & literary
engagement in New York, and to
prepare for his marrisge, which was
to take place on the 17th of the
month. Arriving in Baitimore, he
found that be had missed the Phila-
delphia train which he expected to
take, aud would have towait two or
three hours for the nexttrain. He
went into 8 restaurant near the depot
to get some refreshments. There
he met some of his old West Point
friends who invited him to a cham-
psgue supper that night. He ac-
cepted the invitstion and went. At
first lie refused to drink, butat last
he was induced to take a glass of
champagne. That set him off, and
in a few liours he was madly drunk.
In this state he wundered off from
his friends, was robbed and beaten
by ruillans and left insensible in the
street all night. The next morning
he was picked up and taken to the
Maryland Hospital. He was delir-
ious with brain fever. He was well
cared for by the physiciansof the
hospital, bul he was beyond the
skill of the doctors. He lingered
two or three days, and died on Sun-
day, October Tth, 1849, in the thirty-
eighth year of his age. His funeral
was atfended by the Hon. Z. Collins
Lee, Dr. Snodgrass, Nelson Poe (his
cousin,) and Henry Herring (his
uncle ).—Applaton’s Journal.
