Medina County Tragedy. An alter
cation occurred on the 3d inst., between two
old and respectable residents of Chatham,
which resulted in manslaughter. The parties,
David S. Bryant and William Packard, lived
on adjoining farms and were on friendly
terms. On the occasion of the crime Mr. Bry-

ant was at work on the road and Packard
drove along in a buggy, and the two had some
conversation relating to a horse that belonged
to Bryant, breaking into a field belonging to
Packard's rather-in-la- which had been shut
up in his barn.

After the death of Bryant
a post mortem examination was held and a
Coroner's jury colled, which rendered a verdict
in accordance with the facts stated. Packard
was at once arrested, and after. a preliminary
examination was admitted to bail to appear at
Common Pleas Court on charge of manslaugh-
ter.
