"PENNSYLVANIA DUTCH."

The Works and Ways of a Peculiar
People.

A volume has recently been pub
lished, devpted to a description of
tho "1 ennsylvama Dutch, their
customs and modes of life, which is
of much interest

The language spoken by these
primitive Christians, who inhabit the
county of Lancaster in Pennsylvania
is a dialect of the German, although
they generally designate both it and
themselves as Dutch. For the na-
tive German who works with them
on the farm they cherish a feeling of
contempt. With certain grim recol-
lections of the Yankee tin peddlers,
who swarmed over the country some
fifty or sixty years ago, the term
Yankee is used by them as the tra-
ditional synonym for cheat. The
vocabulary in common use is an old
mixture of the dialects of South
Germany, brought from the region
of the upper Rhine, including Switz-
erland, with an infusion of broken
English. In their religion, they are
a branch of the Mennonites, in
plainness and simplicity of speech
and raiment resembling the Society
of Friends, although not attaching
so much importance to the inner
teachings of the Spirit in the still-
ness of the soul. Their meetinsr- -

mse is a low brick building, with
no sign of ornament to minister to
the "lust of the eye or tho pride of

fe. The men with broad-brimme- d

hats and Quaker-lik- e garments, sit
on benches on one side of the house,
and the women, m prim hats and
black sun bonnets, are ranged on the
other. The services, which are con
ducted in "Dutch," consist of prayer
and exhortation, and a kind of rude,
unmusical chant by the congrega
tion. A pause of about five minutes
is allowed for private prayer. The
preachers are not paid, and are cho-
sen by lot from a number of candi-
dates previously named by the peo-
ple, both men and women. The
ministers are not expected to take
part in public affairs, but the least
rigid ot the members usually vote at
elections, and are allowed to hold
such offices as school-directo- r and
supervisor of roads, but not to be
members of the Legislature. They
cannot bring suit against any one,nor
hold judgment bonds. They do not
take oaths, nor deal in spirituous
liquors. If one of the members is
disowned by the Church, the other
members of his own family are not
allowed to eat at the same table with
him, and his wife withdraws from
him. They retain the ordinances of
Baptism and the Lord's Supper, to-

gether with the ancient
and the "greeting of one another
with a holy kiss. '

the house of the member whose turn
it is to entertain the meeting, which
seems in some places to be held in

The
young mothers do not stay at home,
but bring their babies witu tnem.

Bean soup was
formerly the principal aisn, but tue

are no loDger content with so rustic
a diet.

The srreatest festive occasion, or
the one which calls the largest num-
ber of persons to eat and drink to
gether, is the funeral, vv hen a death
occurs, the neighbors take possession
of the house, relieving the family
from all labor and care. Some of
them put the rooms in order for the
reception of company, after the ine
vitable neglect in the progress of a.
fatal disease. Others repair. -- to

the kitchen, and help to bake great
store of bread, pies, and rnsks. Two
young men and two young women
sit np together over night to watch
in a room adjoining that of the dead.
When the funeral takes placo on
Sunday, an immense concourse of
people is assemDiea. mere are
sometimes as many as three hundred
carriages in attendance. The servi-
ces are usually in the German lan-
guage. An invitation is given to the
company to return to the house and
eat after the funeral. The tables
arc sometimes set in bam, or large
wagon-hous- e, and the guests succeed
one another until all are done. The
entertainment generally consists of
cold meat, bread and butter, apple-
sauce and pickles, pies and rasks.and
sometimes stewed chickens, mashed
potatoes, cheese, and coffee invaria-bly- .

The weddings are of even a still
more primitive character. On one
occasion the writer of the volume
was invited to see the bride leave
home. The groom arrived at the
house about six o'clock in the morn-ins;- ,

having previously breakfasted
and ridden four miles. As he no
doubt fed and harnessed his own
hoise, besides dressing for tho grand
occasion, he must have taken an
early start on the frosty October
morning. The bride wore purple
mouseline-dc-lain- e and a blue bon-
net The bridegroom was a me
chanic. The party was composed of
four couples, who ride to Lancaster
in buggies, where two pairs were
married by a minister. In the after
noon, the happy mortals went to
Philadelphia for a few days, and on a
the evening of their return there was
a splendid reception or "home-co-

ing. 1 he su pper consisted of roast
turkeys, beef, stewed chickens, cakes
pies, and coffee of course. "Raisin- -

pie is one of the rare dainties on
such festive occasions.

Another wedding: took place in
the meeting-house,on- e bitter Sunday
morning in December. The partv
entered through an adjoining brick
dwelling, one room of which served a
as an ante room, where the sisters
left their bonnets and shawls. The
meeting-hous- e was crowded. On the
left in front was a plain of muslin
caps on the heads of the sisters.
Along the other side, the hats and
overcoats of the brethren were placed
on shelves and pegs. The building
was entirely unpainted, with white-
washed walls. A small unpainted
desk, before which was a low table,
two stoves, and half-a-doze- hanging
tin candlesticks, with the benches,
constituted the furniture of the
apostolic cathedral. After a plain-spoke- n

discourse by the preacher,
the marriage-pai- r was called upon to
come forward. Upon this the man
and woman rose from the body of
me uoiigreguuoa on euner side, and
coming out to the middle aisle,stood
together before the minister. They
had both good faces, though they
had passed their early youth. The
bride wore a mode colored alpaca,
and a black apron, and a plain clear-
starched cap without frill or border.
The groom had on a rather conspic-
uous dark green coat cut "shad-be-l
lied" after the manner of the breth-
ren. After putting the usual ques-
tions, and directing them to join
hands,the preacher pronounced them
husband and wife. This was fol
lowed by a short prayer, when the
wedded couple separated, each again
taking a place among the congrega-
tion. The occasion was not without
a certain homely pathos. On resum-
ing his place in the desk, the preach-
er's eyes were suffused, and pocket-handkerchie-

were visible on either
side, "those of the sisters white, of
the brethren, colored silk." The
church does not allow wedding-partie- s,

but a few friends may gather
at the house after meeting.

The farming of tho fertile lime-
stone district inhabited by the
"Dutch" is entirely by tillage, and
very laborious. The usual routine
is to break up the sward every five
years, and plant the ground with
corn. The next year it is sown
with oats, and in the month of Au-
gust, the stubble land is manured
for wheat Wheat and timothy are
put in with a drill, and in the ensu-
ing Spring clover is sown upon the
same ground. When tho wheat is
takea off in July, the new grass is
growing, and will be ready to mow
in the next or fourth summer. In
the fifth year, the sod forms a rich
pasture, and is ready to be broken
up again in the Fall for Indian corn.
Potatoes are seldom planted in large
quantities. On a far m of forty acres
more than twenty will be put into
wheat The average yield of his
crop is twenty bushels, of corn about
forty. When wheat and oats are in
the barn or stack, enormous eight-hors- e

thrashers (steam thrashers
have lately been introduced) are ta-

ken about the neighborhood from
farm to farm, and dispatch the
whoie crop in a few days, completing
before the first of October what was
once a job for the Winter.

The Pennsylvania "Dutchman"
has no extravagant enthusiasm on
the subject of education- - He fears
too much of it for his sons, as it may
lead to laziness; and laziness with
him is a mortal sin. The Tbook mar-
ket is not active. During the Win-
ter months, the young men usually
go to school, sometimes with a little
reluctance, where they learn to read
and write, with a touch of arithmetic
and geography. They speak Eng-
lish at school, and the German dia
lect at home.

The "Dutch" housewife is consid
ered as more than half the family.
She milks the cows, raises poultry,
takes care of the garden, which she
olten digs herself and plants and
hoes, with the help of her daughters,
and her "maid," when she has one.
She does not indeed go in for veget
able raising on a large scale, nor has
she extensive beds of strawberries
and other, small fruits. Nor does
she plant a great many peas and
beans, which is too much trouble to
"stick." But her garden always
shows a jolly array of cabbages and
"red beets," of onions aad early po-

tatoes, a plenty of cucumbers for
Winter pickles, and a generous store
of string beans and tomatoes. A
small farm often sells at least two
hundred dollars worth of vegetables,
which is sufficient to clothe tho
whole family four or five times over.
The daughters are allowed at times
to husk corn. "It was a pretty
sight Which I saw one Fall day,
saya the writer-"-a father with four

sons and daughters husking in the
field. 'We do it all ourselves,' said
he."

In the Wiater mornings, the wife,
perhaps, goes out to mux in the sta
ble with a lantern, while her daugh
ters get breakfast By 8 o'clock,
the house is "swept and garnished,"
and the motherly hands are ready
for several hours' sewiDg before din
ner, laying by huge piles of shirts
for the hot weather. Not much
work is put upon the garments of
the family, nor has the sewing ma
chine been in general use until re-

cently, although a seamstress or tail--

oress is sometimes called in. At
the Spring cleaning;, the labors of
the women-folk- s are increased by
whitewashing the picket-fence- s.

ooap-makin- a; comes in March, before
the care of the garden begiH3 to
press. Here success is so uncertain
that it is deemed a matter of luck
and chance. The soap must always
be stirred in one direction, and a
sassafras stick is thought to possess
sovereign virtues for the process.
A smart house-keepe- r can make a
barrel of soap in the morning, and go

in the afternoon.
During the harvest season the

household labors are frightful, but
the broiling and baking in the hot
weather are cheerfully done for the
men folks, who are sweltering in tor-
rid fields and stifling barns. Four
meals are the rule at this time, and
"a piece" is sent out as early as 9
o'clock in the morning, A "Dutch"
girl thinks nothing of making fifty
pies in a week, and with a pie at
every meal, they are sure to come to

good market.
Apple-butte- r, as a sauce made of

apples boiled in cider is called, has
been a great ordinance with the ro-
bust Germans, though falling off in
late years, on account of the scarcity
of-th- fruit Two bushels and a
half of cut apples are enough for a
barrel of cider. In a few hours the
apples will be all in the great copper
kettles, and then yon are obliged to
stir for dear life, until on taking out

little on a dish, you find the cider
no longer collects round the edges,
but all forms a simple mass. The
work is then done, and you have on-
ly to dip it out in the earthen ves-
sels, and, when cold, store it in the
garret, with the hard soap and bags
of dried apples and cherries, perhaps
with the hams and shoulders, that
are there waiting for "the good time
coming." The writer speaks of a
specimen of apple-butte- r preserved
in the Lancaster Museum, which
dates from the time of the Revolu-
tion', a prodigy as wonderful as
the blood of St Janaarius at Naples.

BOUTWELL ON FINANCE.

Raleigh, Jul 17. Mr. Boutwell,
in a speech at Greensboro,' North
Carolina, protested against the ad
vice to "clasp hands across the
bloody chasm." The chasm must
be filled up. Produced by injustice,
iet it be cemented ,with justice. It
cannot.be filled by the denial of pro-
tection to native-bor- n citizens of the
United States in North Carolina,
South Carolina and Texas. He
couselled hia hearers to be not se-

duced by the idea that tha
Democrats are supporting a Re-
publican for the Presidency, and
said "if their candidate could offer
what he cannot offer, a consistent
life in the past, as a pledge of his
policy in the future, even this would
be without value in the presence of
the fact that nearly all his support-
ers are from the Democratic party.
In the nature of things the "bloody
chasm" cannot be filled until a fixed
majority of the South accept the doc-

trine, not only that all men are on
an equality before the law, but that
all men by right are equal before the
law; bitterness once existed but it
has passed away. One act of jus-
tice only remains to bo done. The
country waits for tho evidence that
you heartily and cheerfuly afford full
right of citizens under tho Consti
tution of the United States to all
within your borders. Give this evi
dence and the "bloody chasm is
closed."

Mr. Boutwell presented at length
the financial policy of Gen. Grant's
administration and claimed that
none more than the President vsill
strive to. make the Union what it
ought to be a general Government,
strong; enough to maintain its own
existence against all enemies, for-

eign or domestic; strong enough to
protect the rights of its citizens at
home and abroad, States with power
ful and complete sovereignty over all
local affairs, members of a union in-

dissoluble and attractive, no citizen
shall hereafter consider whether bis
duty to his State or his country is
supreme.

Mr. Boutwell said the financial
policy of Grant's administration was

First To secure a faithful collec-
tion of the public revenues.

Second A reduction of tho pub- -

he expenditures.
Third To public

credit, and reduce the interest ac-

count
Fourth To reduce taxation, and

finally prepare the way for the re-

sumption of specie payment at the
earliest moment consistent with the
prosperity of the country.

He attributed much of the fraud
in tho revenues to the laxity of John
son's administration, and his indis
position to enforce the laws. In
consequence of a conflict between a
Democratic President and a Repub-
lican Senate, dishonest men were
most successful in obtaining office,
and they only could resort to such
means as would make themselves
favorable to both.

"Now." continued Mr. Boutwell
"if you contemplate electing Gree-
ley to the Presidency, you must con- -

temolato it in the view of the fact
that the Senate, whatever may be
tho present opinion of the country,
will be Republican lor the next two
years, and with almost equal cer-

tainty for the next four years. You
must contemplate, therefore, a return
of the State of things which existed
during Johnson's administration.
You will secure a retention of dis-

honest men in office, and the ap-

pointment of dishonest men to office
which do not admit ofby processes,

Gen. Grant has given to the country
the benefit of common purpose in all
departments of the government, that
common purpose was a collection of
the revenue and this result has been
secured,"

. Mr. Boutwell continued: "It ia
scertained by careful comparison

that if the average rate of taxation
during the last three years of John-
son's administration had been con-

tinued, and extended over the first
three years of Grant's, the receipts
into the treasury would have been
greater than they were by $2S8,800,-00- 0,

so it appears that with the same
facilities for revenue-- that were en-
joyed by Johnson'3 Administration,
the total payment on the public
debt during the first three years of
Grant's would amount to about

millions, and that the pay
ment toward the public debt on the
30th of June 1873, would have
reached the enormous sum of six
hundred and fifty-thre- e millions.
This shows at once the reduction of
taxes, that have been affected by
Grant's administration, and the im-
mense loss by fraud and corruption
nnder Johnson, due largely to the
division bf sentiment and purpose
between the Senate and the Execu-
tive.

Mr. Boutwell expressed a belief in
the practicability of continuing the
redemption of outstanding six per
cent bonds and the issuo of 5, 4,
and 4 per cents., and said it muse
be accepted as a truth,, for thia
country in its present condition, that
the resumption of specie payments
will not be due directly to any meas
ure or legislation, nor can it be for
cibly maintained by any act of gov-
ernment It must be the natural re-
sult of the existing condition of
things, which would enable the gov-

ernment to resume their payments
without affecting violently or preju-dicall- y

the great interests of the
country. Further equalization of
value of coin and currency will de--
penu on ine increase of the business
of the country, the amount of our
exports and the value of tho foreign
trade of the United States carried
on in American vessels.
There is but one measure of legisla-
tion except as will foster the busi
ness interest of the country, that
can facilitate or hasten the resumtv
tion of specie payments, and that is
the reducing by force of law the vol
ume of paper money now in circula-
tion. This policy the country is
not prepared to accept nor do I feel
prepared to advocate the adop-
tion of a measure which, uniess very
gradual in its operation, would pro-
duce great injury to the business in
terests or the country, impair the
revenues, and in the end cost more
than the value of the result produced
The growth of the conn try. under a
judicious administration of affairs,
will soon enable the Government to
resume soecie payment without vio-
lence or injury to any.

TraonmmJ Irf wuv Ail. lAi Jto sell the gold in the treasury,
and apply the proceeds to the pay-
ment of the public debt, thus saving
the interesi, and then to resume
specie payments; or rather these two
bits of advice have been frequently
and interchangeably presented, with
out at any time stating which m hia
judgment is entitled to the prece
dence in the order of events. But it
can very well be understood, that
the sale of the gold in the treasury,
whether ror.ihe payment of the pub-
lic debt or otherwise, would put it
out of the power of the Government
to resume specie payments; that the
sale of gold ia the treasury, forcing
down the price unnaturally, would
stimulate imports from other coun-
tries, increase the balance of trade
against the United States create an
unnatural and excessive demand for
coin, and ultimately advance the
price of gold for the benefit of spec-
ulators and gamblers, .but to the
great injury of the country. I don't
hesitate to declare that this policy ia
any department ot the Government
to which Greeley has adhered, for
over three years, would end in disas
ters such as the country has not wit-
nessed since 1837, and if Greeley is
pledged to anything, it is to the in-
auguration of this policy, if unhap
pily he should be placed at the head
of affairs. The way to resume, is
not to resume arbitarily, . and with-
out regard to faith, but place and
keep the country in that line and
condition of prosperity which shall
enable it to meet all its obligations,
and it is for this reason thct the ad-

ministration has believed it to be
wise to retain the amount of gold
which should be sufficient when the
appropriate moment arrived, to en-
able the treasury to resume the pay-
ment of our national liabilities in
specie, without going into the market
to borrow, and without making any
special effort for an undertaking
which would certainly result disas-
trously, if the government were not
strong enough to move free of all
dependence on external aid.
