A Platform of Resolutions—General

Logan Makes a Farewell Speech.

Pittsburgh, Pa., Sept 18. The Conven
tion assembled in the Opera House . and was
called to order at quarter to eleven. Rev. John
S. Sands of Pittsburgh, addressed the Throne
of Grace in a fervent petition for the welfare
and prosperity of the country.

After music by the Marine Band of Wash-
ington, D. C, the Committee on Resolutions,
reported through the Chairman, Gen. Joseph
B. Hawley of Connecticut
We, the soldiers and sailors who served in the

Union Army and Navy during the late war,
in Mass Convention in Pittsburg, for the
purpose of expressing our convictions upon
Issues which are the logical results of the
war, do affirm
L That it is a source of unmingled pleasure

to meet aain, and reviving the memories of
our campaigns for nnion and liberty, to draw
lessons for present duty and future guidance.

IL We our devotion to the Union
of the States, as the arbitration of war has de-
creed that we are one nation, with one flag,
and with liberty and equality before the law
for all men, and national authority is essen-
tial to establise, protect and defend the liberty
and inalienable right of the people.

TTT. We enter protest against trans-
ferring the control of the army and navy, the
treasury, and the entire government, the con-
stitutional, amendment, with the execution of

the laws themselves, to a selfish and corrupt
coalition, composed chiefly of elements, but
recently m open Hostility to mem an.

IY. We cherish no spirit of revenge toward
our fellow citizens of the South. The magnan-
imity of our late Commander-in-Chi- ef on tbe
field of Appomattox, was a sufficient assurance
that the bloody chasm of the war was closed,
and "with malice toward none, but with char-it- v

for all."we extend the right hand of fellow
ship to all those who accept in good faith the
results of the war, and who will extend to ev-e- rv

American citizen of whatever race or col
or, the rights which are solemnly guaranteed
by the Constitution of the United States and
the laws made in pursuance tnereor.

V. Reposing implicit confidence in the pa-
triotism and gratitude of the nation, we confide
to it every interest of tbe Union Soldier, and
we here express our most cordial appreciation
of the unparailelled generosity or ine people,
as expressed through Congress in the laws
providing for pensions and bounties, and we
fully believe tnat any inequalities wnicn may
appear, wiU be cheerfully and promptly rem-

edied.
IY. We gladly and proudly reaffirm our

enthusiastic confidence in the integrity, patri-
otism and ability of President Grant. We
point to his messages for opinions and recom-
mendations in harmony with the most ad-
vanced political sentiment We point to the
condition of the country in all its relations,
foreign and domestic, for the proof that its
laws are well administered and its honor main-

tained. We rejoice to Bee associated with him
the incorruptible patriot and representative of
American institutions Hon. Henry Wilson of
Massachusetts.

VL We pledge our steady and earnest sup
port to President Grant and Congress in re-

forming the Civil Service and establishing the
highest standard of honor and fidelity.

After the reading of the resolutions. Gen.
Logan said that a large number of letters and
telegrams, addressed to the Convention, had
been received, and unless objections were
made they would be published in the regular
report of the proceedings without being read
to. the Convention; no objectiontion being
urged, it was so ordered.

Gen. Burnside then moved that the thanks
of the soldiers and sailors be tendered to the
hospitable citizens of Pittsburg for the kind-
ness shown them while in the city.

Gen. Loean of IlL, after the passrge of tbe
resolution spoke as follows: "Comrades, one
word let me say before we part; one word be-

fore we return to our homes. There is no re-

conciliation on our part We are the friends
and aiders of the prosperity and the peace of
our country, and we sustain the banner of
our old comrades. When those men who
drew their swords against this country be-

come reconciled to that flag and to the author-
ity of this nation, then shall harmony and
peace prevail. For our own part there is no
need of reconciliation; let us go home fully
determined to win this great victory, and by
it Dlace the lovai people in control ol onr in
stitutions; let each one go home to his city, to
his town or hamlet and insist upon all his
friends voting, not only for General Grant and
Henry Wilson, but for the whole ticket, down
to the lowest man, to try and have a Repub-
lican triumph. That is what we all want,
that is what we must have, in order to secure
peace,happinesB and prosperity in this country.

CALIFORNIA CORRESPONDENCE

SAN DIEGO, CALIFORNIA.

Ed. Journal: As we are all in good spirits
and feel gay, we can't resist writing to onr old

friend, the Journal, more particularly as we

have some news to write. You have no doubt
read and heard that we have the finest Har
bor in the world, and also the finest Climate,
so much so, that our little city is constantly
thronged with those who have ruined their
health in less favored climes. So famous has
San Diego become, that a large part of the
travelers that used te seek relief from change
of climate by going to Europe now bend their
course to San Diego. Pronounced San
De&go. Well, Mr. Editor, we have long been
hoping and trying to get a
railroad to terminate at this Harbor, and some
of ns have firmly believed that it would soon
come as there are so many advantages in oift
favor. Besides our harbor and cimate we are
five hundred miles nearer the Atlantic than
either the Central or Northern Pacific, and
lees grade, less mountains, and entirely below
the snow bolt Tbe cost of the snow sheds on
the Central and Union Pacific will grade and
lay half of the track of the Texas Pacific. Last
week the Great Railroad King, Thomas A.
Scott, made ns a visit to examine our harbor
to see if it suited him to set up his kingdom
on this side of the Siera Nevadas. He pro
nounced the harbor and city site all he could
desire, told us what he wanted of ns, we ac
cepted his proposition, and he has pledged us
a ride to see you all in five years on the Texas
Pacific Railroad. There is already one corps
of engineers in the field, and two more fitting
out As soon as they select their route through
the mountains contracts will be let Mr. Scott
says inside of four months grading wilt cony

mence at San Diego. This has started our
"Los Angelos and San Diego Railroad" into
new life, and it is now believed that work will
be commenced at and on that also, so you see
times look bright here. Real estate is quits
active, but there is probably no place on the
globe where money will pay better in real
estate than here if invested soon.

Our mines are developing slowly but surely,
aud fully meet our expectations. One hund
red tons of ore from the Golden Chariot Mine
last week, yielded twenty three thousand and
one hundred dollars. There are about twenty
mines here that yield over thirty dollars per
ton The Stonewall Mine, owned by Frary &
Farley have just completed a new ten stamp
mill at a cost of $15,000. Their ledge is twen
ty-si-x feet wide and averages about thirty
dollars per ton. Wood and timber cheap and
convient, and their ledge works so easy that
five hundred dollar rock would pay. In an
other year our county will show as fine a
mining section as was ever in the state.

Politically we are for Grant first, last, and
all the time. At first there was a few Repub
licans talked Greeley, but tbey have all got
back but three or four, who were candidates,
and failed of an election, while the balance of
their ticket was elected. The Democrats
make a great noise over them, and to read
their papers yon would think the whole Re-

publican Party was demoralized. It is noth-

ing uncommon hire to here them hurrah for
Greeley and JeS Davis alternately. A lar jb
number of Democrats say they will not vote
at all, unless Louisville gives them a straight
ticket A larger number say if there are only
Greeley and Grant, they will vote for Grant
and Wi'son. Our people want the railroad,
and they know that capital can be had if
Grant is but if a man is elected
who says that whenever any respectable num-

ber of states wish to secede, he knows of no
power to coerce them. They think it doubt-
ful if Europeans will let their, capital come to
America while we have such a President If
secession should take place and troops should
be called out, that hero of Masterly Inactivity
would be placed in command, and our railroad
would again be laid on the table for ten years.
Republicans are not dissatisfied with Grant,
Sherman and Sheridan for taking presents, for
they well knw that they received their salaries
in the army in greenbacks, when Mr. Greeley's
friend Thompson, Saunders and others had,
with the assistance of Northern Copperheads
reduced them to thirty, forty and fifty cents
on the dollar. Those brave men put down the
rebellion, while Greeley's present supporters
were aidinig Jake Thompson in setting fiire
to their own homes. Why should not men of
Urge property, living in the midst of these
dangers feel like making presents to Grant,
Sherman and Sheridan?

SAN DIEGO.

Mr. Boutwell in Wall Street.
The country barely escaped a Wall

street panic and crash of the worst
kind on Wednesday. The Gould
clique undertook to complete their
long mampiulated "corner in Gold
and Erie stock, and were so success
ful in making money tight as to
force the rate of interest up to 7 and
7 per cent, and in some instances
J of a cent a day was paid, while the
carrying rate on Gold was raised to
the enormous rate of 1 per cent per
day. The New York Commercial
Advertiser, in reviewing the situation
exclaimed.

"Gold 14 per cent premium, and
1 per cent paid for the loan lor a
single day ! A condition of things
not known here in the darkest days
of our civil war war."

A repetition of the memorable
"Black Friday" of 1869, was threat
ened, and would have come but for
the timely intervention of Secretary
coutwell. in response to the ap

peals of the prominent business men,
Mr. Boutwell bought three millions
of bonds, instead of one, as adver-

tised, thus putting that much more
currency in circulation than the
Gould clique supposed was possible,
and in part neutralizing the effect of
their lock up tactics, and preventing

ithe beginning of what might have
become a wide spread disaster to the
business interests of the country.
The stringency in money and short-an- d

shortness of gold were both ar-
tificial created by the "corner" for
the purpose of "squeezing the
"shorts". No other cause can be
assiged for it Our public debt is
less than ever before since the war,
The Treasury has a lrrce suplus on
hand and an enourmons revenue
pouring into it every day. The crops
are splendid, and ail kinds of busi-
ness prosperous".

We
shall take a kind of savage delight in
seeing them brought to grief caught
in their own snare, smashed in their
own "corrner." Such experiences
are a wnolesome check upon the op-
erations of the robbers; and the
heavy balance which Mr. Boutwell,
always keeps in the Treasury, and
about which the oppositionists make
so much complaint, is an indispens-
able factor in the securLy of the
country against the raids of these
organized financial desneradoes of
Wall street.
