President A. B, Ferguson called
the meeting to order, at half past one, and
after the transaction of business connected
with the club, an essay on "manures and their
application" was read by E. W. Amsden. The
subject was then discussed by come of tbe
gentleman present

Mr. N. R. Tucker, said he lived on a new
farm, and had devoted most ot his time to
clearing it of trees and stumps, and conse-
quently his experience in fertilizing the soil
was not as extensive as that of many farmers.
Did not believe in leaving manure on the top
of the ground. Thought it should be plough-
ed in, as soon as applied. If left on top the
atmosphere absorbed the strength; the sooner
it is mixed with the soil the better.

Mr. Fitch wanted to ask about top dressing.
His experience had been that for wheat and
oat it was better to apply tho manure and
drag it in, than to plow.

Mr. Tucker thought, perhaps, for the first
erop, this might do, bat not after that lar.

Mr. Amsden referred to different authorities
that held that manure applied as a top dress-
ing, did not evaporate more than two per cent.
If manures are applied in the fall, the rains
wash the fertilizer down about the roots.

Mr. Fitch said he had often observed
that wheat was better, when manure was ap-
plied as a top dressing than when plowed un-
der.

Mr. Hafford thought that manures did not
leach. If applied a a top dressing and plow
ed under tour or five inohes the strength would
penetrate the soil. Would top dress wheat
land, and by use of the drill, the manure
would be turned under deep enough. Thought also
that one Load applied in that way was better
than three loads ploughed under. He used
plaster and considered it invaluable as a fer-
tilizer. He could raise a quarter more clover
by its use. On corn one barrel is sufficient for
ten acres. Drop it on the hill soon after the
corn is up. On olover, sow it broad cast -
