We have taken the liberty to itali-

cise us in the above to personalize
it. We have never used such logic,
nor do we think it ever entered into
any body's brain until it was con-

ceived in that of the editor of the
Ileyislcr. It is too puerile. The
Senator is the representative of his
district, and if he be honest will do
Ids duty fairly to all his district.
And that is one of the strongest rea
sons why the local right of each of
the different counties in the district
should be regarded in the choice of
candidates. The Senator shows, or
should show no fovoritism to any
part of his district, and no favorito
ism should be shown to counties, ex
