Replies and Decisions on Questions of
a Practical Nature.

From the New York Journal of Commerce.

Question Will you please state
through your columns at what time
"Protection to Home Industry" became
the policy of the Government, the at-

tendant circumstances, and some idea of
the extent that American manufactured
goods were then in use ?

R5d1v. Protection to home industry.
if by that our correspondent means a
tariff designed wholly t protect home
manufactures, has never been adopted
as the policy or the United states. Tar
iffs more or less protective- have been
enacted and ohanged from time to time,
but the industries themselves have
thriven best nnder the system deemed
to be the least "protective."

Question. Will you please enlighten
us upon the following point:

To what extent are we' committed by
acts of our traveling salesman? Are we
compelled to make deliveries of goods
he may bavo sold, but which we do not
have in stock, and which can not be pro-
duced at price named to buyer ? And
does declination to deliver, except at a
raised figure, subject us to claim for
damages?

Eeply. You are bound by the sales-
man's aotfl, if he is authorised to act for
von, and if you do not deliver the goods
lie sells you are liable to damages pre-
cisely as if the contract of sale had been
made at your own store by yourself.

Question. A sells bill of goods to B
and takes B's note for 60 days, indorses
and Bells said note to O. Before matu-
rity of note B fails. B is protected as
maker ot note. ' A receives no protest.
What protest is necessary in protecting
note to make A liable? A has an oflioe
in city, ., ,

Beply. In this Btate the notice is
regulated by law. If the note is paya
ble in una city ana is protested, nere,
the mailing of a copy of the . notioe to
the address of the indorser, with a two
cent stamp thereon, is all that is legally
roqnired. If the notary can certify that
auch a notice was deposited in the Jrost--
offloe. A is holden. If the note was
payable elsewhere, then a notice mailed
to A's address, or to the place where he
is supposed to reside, is all that is re
quired.

Question. Will yon state the law re
tarding the rights or privileges of prop
erty owners to territory under our streets?
You no doubt hove noticed (and not a
few, to their inconvenience, who ride
np or down Broadway) that the Evening
1'ost Uompany iiave extended tneir ex
cavations fully 12 feet beyond the curb
stone under tne street, and it may inter
est the public, as well as the writer, if
jou will inform him wliat remuneration
the Uity receives therefrom f

Beply. The owner of the front may
excavate to any depth out to tne middle
of the street upon obtaining the permis-
sion of the city authorities, and his we
suppose has been granted to in the case
referred to.

Question. In a settlement for sundry
purchases made during the month, an
average is made of time, and a note is
issued bearing the average date.' Sub
sequently it appears mat sum note is
dated on Sunday. Is the note valid or
otherwise?

Keply. The note, being valid in
other respect, is not afl'ected by the
date. ,

A friend employed in the
Lighthouse Department, when leaving
for a cruise on the coast for three months
left three checks on the Treasury with
his indorsement ' for his three mouths
pay.

As they were due, the paymaster sign
ed and mailed them by his instructions
to a brother of the one to whom they
were due. Uue ol tne checks was stolen
from the mail. It has been traced to
the person who deposted in a New York
City banal, lie ttne depositor) Having re
ceived it in payment for goods, of which
he gave $50 worth and $50 cash for the
balance, wuion made tne whole amount.

He says, being a Government check,
he supposed it was all right, and so it
was. except that it had been stolen, and
it is likely the thief received the goods
and chance for it ' Is there any relief
for the rightful owner?

Beply. The rightful owner has no re-

dress unless he can catch the rogue who
purloined the checks. '

Question Sold to A for aooount of B,

100 tons iron for arrival by staaiaer in
one lot, doe about July 10th, delivered
on steamer's wharf, payable by three
months' note, from June 1st, without
interest, note to be given on delivery of
weighter's returns. O. D, Broker.

B orders iron from Scotland, baying
and shipping after date of sale, to supply
this sale by a steamer not named that
wonld be due at New York, July 10th,
but the steamer puts in at in interme
diate port in distress, is detained over
month, discharges cargo, but finally

at New York Antrust 16th. Buyer
A declines to receive the iron, and claims
the contract should be cancelled July
lirth. Does this contract hold the buyer
A to receive the iron on arrival or in refus
ing to receive it on arrival (and before),
is A liable to B for damages, if any?

Reply. We think that A is bound to
receive the iron if in good order and an- -

awerina the description of the contract.
notwithstanding its late arrival. All that
it understood was to ship the iron on
steamer due in New York about July
10th, ana A was to receive uu on mm-v- a

lby that steamer. Her detention is
at his risk.

KEEP THE MANGERS CLEAN.

The mangers of horses, cows and ox-

en, when supplied with out fodder and
meal, frequently become offensively
sour, in consequenoe of the deoomposi
tion of the wet meal that adheres to the
corners of the feed-bo- This is apt to
be the case, especially when animals do
not lick the corners entirely clean. If
small portion of the feed is allowed to
remain in the manager only a portion of
a warm day it will become sour, and the
offensive effluvia will taint the entire
manger so that the animal will often re
fuse to eat his accustomed allowance,
unless compelled by keen hunger. The
true way to manage mangers is to scrape
the corners clean at least twice a day,
removing every particle of rejected food.
Then, if the manger does not smell as
nice and sweet as a butter bowl, let the
corners be washed out with hot water,
wiped clean, and a handful of caustic
slacked lime be sprinkled in the manger.
If mangers are kept clean they will sel-

dom become ofleuaively sour. If an an-

imal leaves a portion of his feed, a new
mess should never be given on the re-

jected food.
