Italy, announce the death in that
place of Bishop Ncllvaine, tho Pro-
testant Episcopal Bishop of Ohio. No
particulars are given other than that
his. daughter in London, with whom
he had been spending much' of his
time duiing his absence from this
country, but the daughter who at-
tended bts death bed is probably the
unmarried one who accompanied him
from home on his last trip across the
Atlantic. The news of the event,
though unexpected, was not surpris
ing, as he has been for several years
in feeble health and unable to attend
to the affairs of Lis diocese.

Charles Petit Mcllvainc was over
seventy five years old at the time of
his death, having been born in Bur-
lington. N J ., January 18 179S.
His father, Joseph Millvaine, was a
leading lawyer and died in 1826,
whilst U S. Senator from New Jer-
sey, In 1816 he graduated at the
New Jersey College, Princeton, and
was ordained deacon in the Protes-
tant Episcopal Churcli July 4, 1820,
by bishop White. lie officiated at
Christ Church Georgetown. Mary-
land, and in 1822 wasWdained priest
by Bishop Kemp, of Maryland. In
1825 he became professor of ethics
and chaplain at West Point, retain-
ing that position nntil 1827 when he
became rector of St. Anne's Church.
Brooklyn, N. Y. From this parish
he was consecrated Bishop of Ohio,
October 31st, 1832. Bishop Smith
of Kentucky was consecrated on the
same day, ana ns he had the advan-
tage of Bishop McIIvaine by a few
minutes the former is presiding Bisli
op. Fiom 1832 to 1840 Bishop Mc-
IIvaine was president of Kenvon
College, In 1873 the University" of
Oxford, England, conferred on
him the degree of D. C. L.. and in
1858 the University of Cambridge
made him LL. D. In 1859, the duties
of his diocese becoming too burden-
some, the Rev. G. T. Bedell was
consecrated Assistant Bishop, of late
has had nearly, if not quit, all burden
of the diocese on the shoulders.

Bishop McIIvaine is known in the-
ological literature by several works.
In 1831 he delivered a course of lec-
tures to the University of New York
on the Evidences of Christianity,
They were published at the request
of he University Council and have
passed through a great number of
editions. In 1840 he published a
work on "Justification by Faith."
During the controversy growing out
of the publication of the Oxford
"Tracts for the Times," he published
"Oxford Divinity Compared with
that of the Romish and Auglican
Churches." In 1854 he published a
volume of sermons on "The Truth
and the Life." Ho also compiled
two volumes of "Select Family and
Parish Sermons."

The death of Bishop McIIvaine
leaves Bishop Bedell in charge of the
diocese of Ohio. There is now a
very strong prospect of the diocese
being divided. Bishop McIIvaine
hal steadily opposed every attempt
to bi ing about this result, and so
long as he lived there was no pro-
bability of its accomplishment. The
sentiment of the Northern- - Ohio par-
ishes has been expressed in favor of
6iich a division of the State as would
secure a Bishop, McIIvaine having
had his residence in Gambier. Bish-- "

McIIvaine insisted that wh;-gr- er

the division took place his diocese
should be known as the Diocese of
Ohio and he placed other conditions
that rendered the division imprac-
ticable.

The remains of the deceased Bish-
op will be brought home for inter-
ment.

Bishop McIIvaine has spent much
of his time of late years in Europe
having crossed the Atlantic several
times. On the occasion of his visit
to Cleveland previous to his last voy-
age, he delivered an affecting ad-

driven, in the vain enort to hue
their guilt. But the action of the
House of yes-
terday falls short even of
the disappointing report of the Com-
mittee. Even the "scape goats were
not sacrificed. Weak, partial and
inoperative resolutions, of censure
were passed, and this was the lame
and impotent conclusion of a long
inquiry, which disclosed every day
now the government had been plun-
dered of scores cf millions of dol-
lars, through the direct, active agen-
cy f some members of Cougress
and the guilty connivance and par-
ticipation of others.

It is a vain thing for Congress or
any one else to attempt to conceal
the conspicuous features of the cor-
rupting transactions in which every
one of the members who "bought"
the Credit Mobilier stock was en-
gaged. In the first place, Congress
had voted twenty-sev- en millions of
dollars to the Union Pacific railroad
together with a whole principality
of land. Then this company was
constantly and "continuously "

in-

terested in legislation before Con-
gress, either to get favors, to free
itself from its obligations, or to pre-
vent other legislation compelling it
to do its duty and holding it to ac-
countability. There has been no
Congress since 1867 where it was not
interested in this way. The corrup-
ting agent of this railroad company
was the Credit Mobilierit was the,
company under another name a
cunning device by which the mana-
gers of the railway company, under
the disguise of a contracting com-
pany, could plunder the other stock
holders and rob the government at
the same time. The managers and
manipulators of the two concerns
arc the same persons throughout,
although they sometimes appear as
railroad directors and at others as
contractors. Thi3 company, com-
posed in part of men who were then
&and some of them now) members of

ongress, appeared on the floor of
the National House of Representa-
tives in December 1867, with budg-
ets of Credit Mobilier stock to "sell"
to the leading members. No mon-
ey was needed to pay for this stock.
The rich dividends of sixty and
eighty: per cent paid for it in ad-
vance. Tiiere were two such divi-
dends within a few months. This in
itselt was sufficient to warn , off any
honorable man. No man certain-
ly no corporation goes about seek-
ing buyers for a stock paying such
princely profits unless there is some
siiisUler purpose in view. But there
were two other reasouswhy the mem
bers approached by Ames and Dur-a- nt

should have repelled their ad-

vances. These profits were derived
from a company that had been the
recipients of millions of the pnblic
money; and there was legislation
then pending in that month of

1867, in which that company
was deeply interested. But not-
withstanding these suspicious over-
tures of Ames, in virtually giving
away thousands and thousands of
dollars of profitable stocit, aad . in
spite of the .'uiowledge of the rela
tions bf the iTnion Pacific to the
government, and also in epite of the
pending legislation, which should
have aroused the dormant sense of
honor in every one of them, they
took the stock and availed of th
profits.

Then came their mean, tricky
false denials, shifts, evasions and
fast following explanations, every
change in which showed more and
more their own sense of their crwn- -

culpability. There never was an i.i- -J

stance in which men holding a pub'
lie trust were more thoroughly cov-
ered with proof of malfeasance in of-
fice. The guilty knowledge of all
these men was as visible as the plun-
der of the Government moneys was
stupendous. And Congress pun-
ishes all this by passing its partial
resolutions of censure, letting the
guilty go free upon the false pre-
tense of having no jurisdiction.
This is so transparent a sham that
it will command the belief of no one
possessing the commonest inteUi
gence. The majority of the House
of Representatives, evading their
plain duty, in trying to wipe away
the stain from their dishonored-- ' fel-

low members, have fixed that stain
upon the house itself, without re-

moving it from the guilty thej' have
tried to shield. Philadelphia Ledg-
er.
