BALTIMNORE, January 10th; 1866.

Yir—A number of influential ‘gen-

tlemen in the counties, and in. the city
of Baltimore, earnestly desire, that a
Convention of Delegates, representing
those citizens who ate opposed to the
present Registration Law, may be im-
mediately called. They wish 'to give
expression to their views concerning
the continued disfranchisement of a
large proportion of the people of Ma-
ryland, and to take into cousideration
appropriate measures for their relief.
In response to letters from prominent
men in the counties, private meetings
have been ‘held here, and after. consul-
tation with a number of leading citi-
zens, who eordially approve of the
movement, a call has been made for a
Convention to meet in Baltiniore on
the 24th day of January inst.

It is proposed, as you will see hy cer-
tain resolutions which appear in the
Baltimore papers, that Primary Meét-
ings be held throughout the State on
or about the day of Janunary, and
that Delegates from each county and
the city of Baltimore, equal in number
to their respective representation in the
Legislature, be appointed to meet in
Convention in Baltimore on the' day
designated.

It'will be apparent to you, that in

Speaking on this subject, the Balti-
more Garette says :

The ‘call for a State Convention to
take action in refrard to the Registry
Law is, we learn from our 'exchanges,
being promptly responded to in different
parts of the State. It is very evident,
from the support the movement. is re-
céiving from promincnt men of all par-
ties , that the desire to do”away with ‘so
odious a law, now - that there' is'no pre-
tence of an cxcuse for its continued
operation, is‘even more general than was
anticipated; —and * the very extreme
ground taken by Gov. Swann in his in-
augural, so far from obtaining ‘for him
whatrhe so anxiously desires, the coi-
dial'support of his whele party; has only
ranked many of its leading men in op-
position-to him: - The Hen.

were desolating our State. © Large ‘nuui-
bers of our citizens, varionsly estimated
at from ten to fifteen thousand, had left
their homes, taken np arms against their
State and subseribed to the most strin-
gent oath of allegiance to the so-called!
““Confederate States.”” T do not propoge
at this time to discuss events that have
passed farther than to refer to the acts
of the Union men of that day in their
praiseworthy efforts to save their State
from the threatenedruin which hovered
over it. - I would rather forget the past
thun open afresh these fruitful sourees
of irritation, which should now be per-
mitted tosleep. If these acts were rad-
ical and ultra, much more so was the
attempt to revolutionize the State and
break up the Union, = Maryland surely
could not have disregarded the first duty
of self preservation. Tt has heen al--
leged that the dominant party, who now
control the State represents a minority
of her aggregate population, If it be
80, it is more to be regretted that so
large a number of our citizens should
have identified themselves with the re-
bellion as to suffer the power which this
majcrity controlled 'to pass into other
hands. . Small, however, as the minori-
ty may be, it cannot be denied that it is
the fair and legitimate representative of
whatever there'is ‘of loyalty among our
people. . They are the men to whom
you are indebted for the safety of your
State and the property which you now
enjoy, and without whose uncompromis-
ing ‘devotion tothe Union Maryland
would have been handed over to'indis-
criminate destruction.

The elective franchise is a function of'
the State. - To confer ov withhold it is
| the province of those who are entrusted
{ with the formation of your organic law.
Our citizens engaged in this" rebellion
have been received with  kindness and
toleration ; they come back, howeveér, to
be dealt with as the people, in their
wisdom, may déem’ most expedient.—
Threats of resistance. to the Constitu-
tion and laws.could hardly be' expected
to facilitate them in resuming the priv-
ileges of citizenship which they have
deliberately abandoned. In'the mean-
time they have mo just ¥ight, in any fair
view of their existing relations, to com-
plain of the hardships of a law. which
they have themselves deliberately ‘pro-
voked,”and which intended no more
than to place the goveriment of the
State, at a time of imminent danger, in
the hands of its loyal defenders. Are
they not the legitimate guardians and
depositaries of its power ?

But it strikes us very. forcibly that he
now entertains very similar views to
‘those that brought him and his:party
into_just odium and. disgrace previous
to "the reform moyvement that purged
Baltimore, city, of, Swann . influence and
its attendant evils. - Notwithstanding
all this, our.Governor, of whom we feel
so very proud (because we didn’t vote
for him), is certainly a very remarka-
ble man n some respects. It may be
natural with him, or it may be that
events have so moulded him.  But in
either event the remarkable feature is,
as we conceive it, not very. enviable in
the character of any man. ‘

In these unhappy times, when every
‘honest man is using his earnest endeav-
ors to have conciliation reduce the tur-
bulénce of political feeling to a proper
and peaceable status, it is certainly de-
plorable that Thomas Swann is Gover-
nor of the State of Maryland. Deplo-
rable because of his bitter partizanship,
and because that, ashe has distinctly
shown in the past, he would prefer an-
archy, if accompanied with power and
position, to peace with the lot of a pri-
vate citizen. But as this man was the
precursor of peace and reform in the
city of Baltimore, we trust that such
may be his position to-day towerds the
welfare and reformation of the State,
and we will be heartily thankful if he
be ‘the last-of his line and race.

Badly Burned —QOn Monday, the 8th
inst., 2 little girl aged 8 years, daughter
of Mr. Lawrenée Linter, who resides
near Uniontown, in this county, was bad-
ly burned by taking her apron to close
the stove door.

Maryland Sorghum Convention.—A..
Reese Durbin, Esq., of Westminster,
president of the sorghum. convention
which assembled in Baltimore in 1864,
has issued a call for a conivention of the
growers and manufacturers of sorghum
and the various Northern sugar eanes. to
convene in Baltimore on Tuesday, Feb-
ruary 13, 2t Armitage Hall, ; on.
