That
for the Male llepartment is the residence of
the Rev. Jonathan Mi kiiok (Father of the
Principal), whose |iaternnl care will be over
his boarders; that for the Female Depart-
ment is occupied by the Principal. There
will not he any communication between
these departments. Each willlieconsidered
as a family, affording* home to its boarders.

Accommodations are five
commodious rooms, via: The young men's
study room—the Ixiyt study room—the
young lollies' study room—the Prrimary
room, snd the lecture room.
