And the Indian Summer past.

Indian Adventure in Ohio.
In the ychr 1792, on the b nks of the

Ilockhocking, a few miles above its
junction with the Ohio, stood a small
stockade, then one of the frontier posts
of the North-west. Its inmates had
been annoyed by repeated attacks of In-
dians; but, protected by works, and ac-
tuated by the hardy courage of their
class, they had uniformly repulsed their
assailants, and frequently with consid-
erable loss.

Some trine in the month of October,
intelligence reached the little garrison
that the savages were preparing an ex-

pedition against the settlements in great

force. A council was immediately held,
and scouts were sent out with instruc-
tions to ascertain, ifpossible the num-

ber of the enemy, and the probable
point of attack. Two of these, named
¦McClelland and White, ascended the
river as far as the picturesque prou.onto
ry now known as Mount Pleasant, the
summit of which commanded an exten-
sive view of the surrounding country.

Here the two scouts took their sta-

tion, aud were not long in discovering
the objects of their search. The smoke
of an encampment rising through the
trees betrayed the presence of their
foes, at a distance much more adapted
to scrutiny than to the safety of the
watchers. Every day brought fresh ac-
cessions to the warriors; and every
arrival was greeted with prolonged and
exultant yells.
