“Some thiuk it injurious to youmg
trees, but it is not, unless used in too
large quantities. Smearing the trees
with blood or fresh liver is another

To 40 gallons common whiskey add

30 gallons water,

b gallons tincture of Guinea

2 ounces acetie ether,

14 gallons strong tea.

To improve the flavor of this whiske:
add three ounces pulverized ehrouf,
and four ounces ground rice to a gallon
of spirits, letting it stand for » woek,
and stirring it every day.
